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SUBJECT:  Consecutive Overseas Tours/in Place Overseas Tour 
1.  Purpose.  To provide information on Consecutive Overseas Tours (COT)/In-Place Consecutive Overseas Tour (IPCOT), eligibility and eligibility entitlements.

3.  Processing Requirements:  MPD Reassignment Section processes and completes COT/IPCOT travel orders 2-5 days after receipt of the request from S1.

4.  Facts.


a.  Consecutive Overseas Tours (COT):  COT entitlement is given to a Soldier who is reassigned from one overseas Permanent Duty Station (PDS) to another overseas PDS, regardless of whether it is within the same country or inter-theater.  Personnel stationed overseas may request a COT or IPCOT in accordance with AR 614-30.  COT requires a Soldier to receive Permanent Change of Station orders.  An IPCOT is a no-cost move.  A Soldier must complete tour at first location before moving to another location to receive COT/IPCOT entitlements and credit for two overseas tours.



(1)  Intra-theater COT is when a Soldier requests a move within the same theater or command.  For example, a Soldier stationed at Honolulu, HI requests a COT transfer to Fort Richardson, AK.  Both positions fall under the command of the 9th Regional Support Command (RSC).  This request is an intra-theater COT. 



(2)  Inter-theater COT is a request for transfer to another overseas theater or command. For example, a Soldier stationed at Fort Buchanan, Puerto Rico requests a COT transfer to Stuttgart, Germany.  Fort Buchanan, PR is under the command of the 65th RSC and Stuttgart, Germany is under the command of the 7th ARCOM.  This is an inter-theater COT.

b.  IPCOT:  When, upon completion of an initial overseas tour, to include voluntary extension, the Soldier serves another complete tour at the same duty station.  No PCS movement is involved.  An IPCOT is simply a request to remain in the Soldier's current overseas location and duty assignment for another full overseas tour.


c.  All requests for COT/IPCOT must be submitted by the following dates in accordance with AR 614-30, Table 6-2:

        (1)  Officer Personnel in Long Tour Areas - 6 months before Date Expected 

Return from Overseas Service (DEROS) 

         (2)  Enlisted Personnel in Long Tour Areas - 12 months before DEROS 

         (3)  Officer Personnel in Short Tour Areas - 5 months before DEROS 


    (4)  Enlisted Personnel in Short Tour Areas - 8 months before DEROS 

5.  COT Entitlements:  Soldiers approved for COT/IPCOT and their dependents are entitled to round trip transportation at government expense to member's Home of Record, or another location of member's choice, provided the fare is not more expensive than travel to Home of Record.  Travel must begin prior to the end of the member's second overseas tour.  See JFTR, chapter 7; paragraph U7200 for specifics on COT/IPCOT travel entitlements.  All leave taken is chargeable and must be approved in accordance with AR 600-8-10.

6.  Procedures for Requesting COT/IPCOT entitlements: 


a.  Request for COT and or IPCOT are submitted through the BN CDR to CofS G1.  


b.  G1 forwards the request to USARPAC G1, who then forwards to AHRC for approval.


c.  Once approved G1 publishes the COT approval indicating the new DEROS. 


d.  Upon receipt of the COT/IPCOT approval memorandum, Soldier may initiate request for COT Travel entitlement order though DHR upon completion of the first overseas tour.  Soldier is required to submit DA Form 4187 with the following information:

(1) Type of Request COT or IPCOT
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(2)  Soldier’s current home address



(3)  Soldier’s leave address where leave is being taken



(4)  Soldier’s travel destination



(5)  Current Unit Identification Code (UIC)    



(6)  Home of Record address. (Soldier’s place of Entrance to Active Duty) 

Attach DA Form 4-1.



(7)  Dependent information:  Name, DOB, Relationship and citizenship. 

NOTE:  Only command sponsored dependents are granted COT benefits.  Soldiers must submit proof of command sponsorship such as: copy of PCS orders to Hawaii with their names on it; Command Sponsorship orders; Dependent Travel Orders.  If the Soldier cannot find his/her original PCS orders PCSing him/her to Hawaii he/she will need to Re-Command Sponsor his/her dependents.  Proceed to EFMP to retrieve a copy of his/her previous DA Form 5888 screening dependents prior to arriving to Hawaii as shown.  Once verified, see S1 to process Command Sponsorship orders.



(8)  Unit S1 submits the complete packet to DHR.


e. COT/IPCOT Checklist



(1)  DA Form 4187 – Requesting COT/IPCOT.  DA Form 4187 request must be signed by an O5 or above.  



(2)  DA Form 31 (to verify leave address/account for your leave days) 



(3)  DA FORM 31 (from LOSING unit PCSing to Hawaii.***If you PCS from an 

OCONUS location***) - COT Only


(4)  Copy of PCS orders to Hawaii or No Cost Move orders **If applicable** Verify Command Sponsored dependents information.



(5)  Travel Voucher – to verify where the Soldier has travel and claim entitlements – COT Only


(6)  ERB/ORB
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(7) Memorandum listing new DEROS from approving authority – IPCOT Only
NOTE:  Only Soldiers are granted the COT benefits if the completed tours are unaccompanied or restricted tour. 


f.
DHR reviews the packet, publishes the order and distribute the orders thru the 

Soldier’s S1.

NOTE: *Foreign Service Tour Extension (FSTE) involves a DEROS change with no move involved.  No free home travel authorized.
