For your information and use, I am sending documents for the Career Status Bonus (CSB).  Please share this with others to assist Soldiers in applying for the CSB.  
Before completing the election documents, be aware that electing the bonus will affect retirement pay.  If you want more information on how it affects retired pay, please contact me.  In addition, the DFAS-IN message on Combat Zone Tax Exclusion for the CSB is provided in attachment:

The Memo - Notification to CSB Eligibility and Memo - Soldier Letter of Acknowledgement contains sample formats for two different memorandums.  “Memo - Soldier Waiver” attachment is used when Soldier desires to waive the 6-month decision period from "Date of Notification" in block 6, DD Form 2839, and process the CSB payment (bonus can be paid when a Soldier has 15 creditable years active service).

4.  After the Soldier has made an election to accept/decline the CSB, a copy of the completed CSB packet must be provided to the Retirement Services Office (RSO), Schofield Barracks, for review and maintaining a record copy before the unit forwards the form to the servicing finance office.  The servicing finance office must be provided with a memorandum from the commander (O-5 or higher) certifying the service officials authorized to authenticate, witness, and record the DD Form 2839.  A sample memorandum for the applicable finance office (DMPO for Fort Shafter Soldiers or 125 Fin Bn for Schofield Barracks Soldiers) is in the following attachments.
