The Main Post Chapel will be the consolidated drop off 
location.  Units and or individuals can drop off packed 
shoeboxes in the rear of the Main Post Chapel Sanctuary. 
The Drop off hours during the week are: 09:00-17:00 M-W; 
13:00-15:00 Thu; 09:00-13:00 Fri.  Individuals can also bring 
boxes at their regular chapel service times on Sundays. 

 

The official drop–off dates will run from November 2nd 
through November 16th.  OCC has their national collection 
week from November17-21, during which time frame we will 
deliver all of the boxes collected on post to the processing 
center in Honolulu. 

  

There will be a designated offering taken for Samaritans purse 
on November 16th. This will help cover the suggested shipping 
donations. We are not soliciting donations for shipping. 
Though individuals will receive this information through OCC 
promotional materials and can chose to make that donation, 
we will not be publicizing this in any publications we create.
