SCHOFIELD BARRACKS, Hawaii – The annual prescribed burn of the 1,200-acre 
impact area, here, has been rescheduled for Wednesday, pending weather conditions. 
 
This impact area is north of Kolekole and Trimble roads and west of the Maile Terrace, 
Kolekole Ridge and Hendrickson Heights military housing areas. 
 
In the interest of safety, Army fire and safety specialists curtailed Friday’s attempt to 
complete the prescribed burn due to increasing wind speeds.  Less than 100 acres 
were burned Friday.
