provide you with material to take hone and read through.

Also, if you are interested in providing public
comment -- sone people think if they just signed up that
that's sufficient. But actually you have to fill out one
of these yellow index cards. Again that's |located at the
registration table at the back of the room And then we
will call you in the order that you've filled these out.
So far we have six people that have signed up to speak.

Before we begin, it's traditional that we open
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the neeting with a pule (prayer), and we wonder if there
i s anyone from Nanakuli that would like to convene this
with a pule wehe (opening prayer). W would like to
invite you to cone and to assist us inthis. So is there
anyone here from Nanakuli that would like to do the pule
wehe (opening prayer)?
Al right. Then I wonder if | could call upon

Bill Ailla and ask if he would, instead, do the opening
pule for us. Thank you Bill.

MR. AlLA: Mhalo (thank you) to anyone from
t he Nanakuli community for allowmng me to offer this pule
wehe (opening prayer). In the wehe (opening), we ask for
gui dance, 'ike, which is the insight. W ask for
strength. W ask for humlity. W ask Akua (CGod) and
aumakua (famly or personal deity) and our kupuna
(el ders) to forgive us if we m sspeak toni ght because it
is surely not our intent to m sspeak. W may have
different points of view W may have different ways of
| ooking at things. But it is certainly not the intent of
anybody to m sspeak. So we ask that -- forgiveness from
each other as well as from Ke Akua (God).

Al oha Ke Akua, na 'aumakua, e Ke Akua mau | oa

ki'eki'e a me na kupuna o makou. E aloha mai 'oukou i na
mea i kaumaha 'ia, e kala wale mai 'oukou i ko makou

hewa, a ne ko makou haum a, a ne ko makou 'ai ku a ne ko
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makou 'ai'a, a nme ko makou wahahe'e, a ne ko nmakou
ho' ohiki 'ino 'ana ia 'oukou. 'Ena mai ko 'oukou i naina.
Me ko nmakou ha'aha'a, e maliu mai ko 'oukou e ho'ola ia
makou i ka na'au pono no keia hana e ho' ohui ia makou i
ho' okahi mana'o.

In humlity,
we ask you to heed us, nourish us with a righteous heart
for this endeavor and unite us in one mnd. Yours is the
proper intention, and only then can we progress in
strength, in humlity, in clarity and understandi ng of
this inportant undertaking. Here we are your children
and descendants, and we ask you to be with us, be with
us, be with us, and in that manner, the prayer is closed.
The sanctity is freed.)

One of the lines in this pule (prayer) also --
Ei a no makou ka 'oukou kei ki, np'opuna kekahi (Here we

are your children and descendants)-- rem nds us that we
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have a rel ationship, and we have a loyalty, and we have a
kul eana (responsibility) to our ancestors who have cone
before us. And it reminds the children and the children
in us that we nust al so honor this kul eana
(responsibility) and this understanding and this loyalty
to do what is right.

So mahal o (thank you) for your indul gence.

M5. AMARAL. Mahal o (thank you).

Al so, before we begin, a very inportant
announcenent. The bathroons are just out the door here.
And what's inportant about that is if you go in, you nust
not lock it. Do not lock it. So those of you that see a
cl osed door, do not open the door. And this inportant
because once you lock it and | eave and the door slans, we
can't get back in. So don't |ock the bathroom door
Ckay. W' ve passed that nessage on

Agai n, before we begin -- there are a nunber of
thi ngs we have to do before we begin -- we have a panel
seated here and what I'd like to do is to ask themto
i ntroduce thensel ves so we know who they are and what
they do with the Arnmy. Ron, could we start with you?

M5. OCKERVAN: H . M nane is Jeanne

Cckerman. |1'mthe environnental attorney for U S. Arny

COL ANDERSON: Al oha (greetings). M nane
i s Colonel Rodney Anderson and |I'mthe comrander of the
25th Infantry Division Artillery.

MS. NCEL: Good evening. M nane is G na
Noel. I'mthe environmental coordi nator for
transformation in Hawaii .

MR. REDPATH. Hi. |'m George Redpath. [|'m
the project manager fromthe EIS -- for the EIS from
Tetra Tech, Honol ul u.

Col onel Anderson with us this evening. And we'd like to
invite himto cone up and to say a few words of wel cone
or whatever he'd like to say.

On behal f of Major General Janes Dubi Kk,
commandi ng general of 25th Infantry Division and United
States Arnmy Hawaii, 1'd like to welconme you to this

public scoping neeting for the Environnmental | npact
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Statenent for the Arny's transformation in Hawaii. [I'd
like to thank M. Aila for the opening pule (prayer).

Before | begin, I'd like to tell you a little bit
about nyself since | haven't had the opportunity to neet
each one of you. | ama Christian, a husband, a father,
and a soldier. | grewup on a farmin Elloree, South
Carolina. My wife and | have three children that |ive on
Schofield Barracks, ages 12, 10, and 7. For the |ast 23
years, |'ve the honor of serving in your Arny. For the
| ast 22 nonths, here in Hawaii -- Arny paradise -- as the
commander of the Artillery on Schofield, and as the
coordinator -- community coordinator here on the | eeward
coast.

Tonight we're here to provide informati on on the
proposed Arny transformation in Hawaii and to receive
your coments on the issues that you wish the Arny to
address as a part of this transformation effort. The
facilitators will coordinate tonight's neeting and
provi de an effective systemof gathering this input.

Thank you i n advance for your presence and for
your input on the environnmental issues and concerns that
you bel i eve ought to be addressed and anal yzed as a part
of this action. Your issues and concerns will help us to
devel op a plan to properly assess the potential inpacts

of the proposed actions on the environnent.
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An Environmental |npact Statenent is the nost
conprehensi ve docunment that an agency can prepare prior
to an action. This process will be explained in detai
by M. George Redpath who will follow |l ater as one of the
briefers.

| know everyone is anxious to get started so I'l
turn this back over to Ms. Anmaral

M5. AMARAL: Thank you Col onel .

I f you noticed already, the back of the room
there's sone refreshnents. W certainly invite you to
t ake advantage of them Also at the back of the roomare
sonme information booths. And if you have any questi ons,
there are personnel around to answer any questions you
may have

We hope to end the neeting by nine o' clock
tonight so part of the function of the facilitators wll
be to try to assure everyone gets heard, but they
conpl ete what they have to say in a tinmely manner. So at
this point, I'"'mgoing to turn it over to ny coll eague
Kar en.

M5. AKA: Good eveni ng.

l"mgoing to spend just a little bit of tine
tal king about the format for tonight's neeting. The
nmeeti ng has been structured so that you'll be hearing

actually two presentations at the beginning that wll
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| ast about 40 m nutes. The first one will be done by Ron
Borne. He will be giving you details of the
transformation process. And then George Redpath from
Tetra Tech will be giving you sone information about the
Environnental |npact Statenent. After that, we're going
to be taking public coment and, as Annelle had shared
with you, if you're interested in giving conment, we do
have those cards in the back that we would |ike for you
to fill out. You'll be called up according to the --
chronol ogi cal order of the nunmbers on the back of the
card.

We al so wanted to let you know that there is
multiple ways to give public comment. You can fax in
your comrents. You can e-nmail. And all of that
information is available on a formthat's al so avail abl e
at the back table.

W also wanted to |l et you know that all conments
tonight are going to be part of a public record. W have
court stenographers here who are taking down all of the
comments that are being made. And if you would like to
be put on the record, but perhaps not speak in front of
t he group, we do have additional -- an additional
st enographer that's located in a roomright out this door
so that you can make sure, and your comments get put onto

the record.
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The last thing that we wanted to make sure that
you knew is that, should you want to give comment in
Hawai i an, we al so have a transl ator avail able. Puakea
Nogel neier is here. And so he'll be able to give
translation if you would like to speak in Hawaii an.

VWhat 1'mgoing to do nowis turn the floor over
to Ron Borne and he'll talk to you about the
transfornmati on process.

MR. BORNE: Mahal o (thank you) Karen.

As | have said, ny name is Ron Borne. |1'mthe
transformati on manager for U.S. Arny Hawaii. And |like
Col onel Anderson, | want to thank you for taking the tinme

to join us here this evening.

| will be briefing you on why we are | ooking at a
change to the Arny in Hawaii by transformng the 2nd
Bri gade of the 25th Infantry Division, and the proposed
projects we would like to make that may have an effect on
our comunity.

At tonight's neeting, we have added information
based on feedback fromearlier scoping neetings. W are
trying to provide you with the information you will need
to have an input into our EI'S process. The process, the
slides, the handouts, and the published Notice of Intent
remai n the sane.

The proposed action is the transfornmation of the
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Arny forces in Hawaii described in the Notice of Intent.
Thi s involves the conversion of the 2nd Brigade, 25th
Infantry Division to an InterimBrigade Conbat Team a
nore depl oyable force. | will describe this to you in a
few nonent s.

The proposed action would result in various
changes to Arny land including fielding new or nodified
weapon systens, arnored vehicles, and equi pnment;
construction activities including the erecting of
bui l di ngs and infrastructure; |land transactions such as
acqui sition of certain | ands adjacent to our current
training areas; deploynents of forces and specific
training for deploynent; training to achieve and nmai ntain
readi ness; other actions necessary to support a net
i ncrease of approximately 480 sol diers and 400 vehicles
assigned to the 2nd Bri gade.

The Arny recogni zes that potential inpacts
related to these proposals include cultural and
hi storical inpacts; inpacts to natural resources such as
pl ants and ani mal s; inpacts on water and noi se; and
soci al econom c inpacts as well as cumul ative inpacts.
We are here today to get your input on what inpacts need
to be analyzed with our Environnental |npact Statenent.

Qur EISw Il ook at alternatives to the proposed

action. In our Notice of Intent, we list sone of those
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proposed alternatives such as no-action alternative in
which the Army will not transformin Hawaii; and an
alternative to transformusing the existing
infrastructure and facilities as currently configured.
We wi il welcone your input to other alternatives for our
consi derati on.

Al so, we want to let you know that the Arny is
currently preparing an EIS for return to live-fire
training at Makua as many of you m ght have attended the
scopi ng neetings a couple of weeks back. That EIS is
bei ng prepared in accordant -- according to a settlenent
agreenent entered by the court. And there was also an
earlier Makua Suppl enental Environnental Assessnent.

Al transformation-related projects wll be
analyzed in this EIS. The Arny may prepare sone separate
Nat i onal Environnmental Policy Act or NEPA docunents such
as an environnental assessnent for Drum Road and a Kunia
| and acquisition. However, all transformation projects
will be addressed in this ElS.

Wiy is the Arny transform ng? Recently the Arny
is arapidly -- recently the world is a rapidly changing
pl ace, and all mlitary services are changing to neet new
chal | enges and m ssions around the globe. The Arny as a
whol e is proposing to make a change that will affect the

way that it trains, equips, fights, and interacts with

civilian populations in areas they've deployed to. The
term"transformation” is chosen to describe how the Arny
wi |l change to neet these new chal |l enges.

During our Cold War days, we were able to -- we
had the luxury of knowi ng our enem es. They had
different uniforns and equi pnent. W had geographi cal
lines to describe our differences such as the "lron
Curtain” or nunerically nunbered "Parallels" that
separ ated oursel ves and our ideologies. Qur conbat
vehi cl es were designed to be heavy and powerful in order
to meet an arny -- opposing arny simlar to ourselves and
what we woul d experience during the Second Wirld War.
Thus, we were always thinking European as the next battle
front and we planned accordingly. As an Arny, we woul d
nove agai nst an opposition in nutually protected
formations to find the eneny, figure out the strength and
| ocation of that opposition by firing our weapons, then
nmovi ng agai nst themto overcone this opposition with
force.

Today, the tactics and our m ssion have changed.
W may not be able to identify our enem es as easily as
before, and foes may change several tines during a single
operation. Qur allies are now made up of coalitions,
with sonme alliances formng right before or even during

mlitary operations. And our allies m ght even share
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some common traits with our opposition

Information or intelligence has al ways been an
inportant part of mlitary operations, but the speed and
accuracy has been increased nmulti-fold with the nodern
information age and the use of the Internet. Now we can
rely on renote sensors, high technol ogy, and a wealth of
intelligence information to see the foe before he sees us
and to use our speed maneuver to take advantage of his
weakness and our strengths at the tinme and place of our
choosing. Also, not all mlitary operations are decl ared
war or even open-fighting conflicts, as peacekeepi ng
operations have beconme nore a normthan an exception.

We are not the only unit in the Arny to begin
transformation. There will be two brigades at Fort
Lew s, Washi ngton; one at Fort Wi nwight, Al aska; one at
Fort Pol k, Louisiana; and one with the Pennsyl vania Arny
Nat i onal GCuard.

As | have nmentioned, in the past traditionally
we' ve been able to predict potential areas of conflict
and pl anned and prepared for such, and that is no | onger
the case. VWhile we can still see areas of risk for
conventional battles which have existed for years, we are
no | onger be able to predict where the next mlitary
necessity will be or to what level the mlitary response

is required. Just as the nanmed areas shown are places we
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are at now or have been to recently, who may be -- who
may be able to predict which of the other areas of
concern is the next hot spot? And, of course, terrorism
now adds a whol e new di nension, as many tines it knows no
borders. Also, as our mlitary downsi zes, the nunber and
frequency of deploynents strains the current Arny force.

Unfortunately, the possibilities for conflict
remain real, and the Arny nust remain ready. You can see
how the Arny -- you can see how the Arny in Hawaii is an
inportant |location to many of these areas as we are
centrally located for strategic depl oynents.

There are many operational factors which define
our task, but variety, speed, precision, and force are
t he nost dynam c which face us today and best describe
the operational requirenents of this new organization.

Variety. W do not know where the next response
will be or to what |evel our participation is required.
Qur ability to respond nust be flexible and coordi nat ed.
We are no | onger can depend on a built-up infrastructure
to support our deploynent in areas of operations.

Speed. Fortunately, we are nenbers of a country
who take a long tinme to determne if it wants to go to
war or participate in peacekeeping operations. However,
we are also a mlitary in a society that once that

determ nati on has been nade, the people expect a quick
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and accurate response.

In the past, our heavy forces that have depl oyed
to world hot spots took a long tinme to get there due
their our weight and their |ogistical requirenent, such
as during our Desert Storm deploynent. The ML Abrans
tank, one of the best in the world, weighs 70 tons. The
nunber of Class 70 or 70-ton bridges is |limted around
the world and many tines nonexi stent.

Many tines, just speed and tim ng can defuse a
situation and deprive the opposition of time to organi ze.
One of these new units nust be able to deploy within 96
hours and sustain itself for an indefinite period of
tine.

Precision. Accuracy in timng, novenent, and
execution is a key part in convincing opposition you nean
busi ness. Along with public tol erance of aggressive
action under certain situation, the public is intolerant
of innocent casualties or collateral damage. Once force
IS necessary, each of these soldiers would be equi pped to
use | aser designators, night vision devices, have access
to a vast amount of intelligence information, and each
with a radio for communi cations with a command structure.

Force. Force of arnms or the ability to do so
still remains a necessity of an arny, and precision of

force nust be used or threat to be used many tines to get
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our point across. W are no longer able to act alone in
our m ssions and our actions. As |'ve spoke of
coalitions earlier, we need to be able to operate in
conjunction with other services and other nations during
our operations.

Qur focus is a future Qbjective Force, but to
begin procuring and fielding this -- the first Objective
Force, it would take about 8 to 10 years.

Even as we invest in this Objective Force, we
must mai ntain our Legacy or current forces with its
unmat ched heavy Abrans and Bradl ey vehicles, a responsive
force like Airborne, and our agile Special Operations
For ces.

W will need to recapitalize on select Legacy
units of our Abranms and Bradl eys and Apache weapons
systens. To do so, also, we will need to invest in an
interimcapability to do what we cannot do well today.
The interimcapability is a select nunber of brigades
enpl oyed -- enploying the current off-the-shelf
technol ogy and equi pnent. This interimforce would al so
allow us to train our soldiers, grow our |eaders, devel op
our doctrine and -- with the organi zations and these new
formati ons.

Every dollar that we put into science and

t echnol ogy now enhances the quality of that final
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(bj ective Force. Today, the science and technol ogy
requirenent is an Arny priority. W are challenging
industry to assist us in designing that Objective Force.
We are asking industry to get out of gunpowder technol ogy
and into el ectromagnetic or electrical chemcal. W are
al so aski ng about fuel hybrid engines to get our vehicles
away fromfossil fuels. And we are asking to see if we
can use ceramcs or alloys for ballistic protection to
protect the vehicles all to save weight, costs, fuels,

| ogi stics, and |ives.

In the future, the Arny -- the entire Arny wll
transformto the Objective Force. The question is if the
25th Infantry Division transfornms in Hawaii now as a part
of the interimchange or |ater when the remainder -- with
t he remai nder of the Arny.

To show an exanple, we have an overview on the
| eft which shows sone characteristics of the current
light infantry brigade such our 2nd Brigade is configured
now. The right shows sone of the proposed traits of an
Interi mBrigade Conbat Team Overall, it would nean an
increase in the nunber of soldiers and vehicl es assigned
to Schofield Barracks and that would use the training
areas in Hawaii .

The new brigade will | ook sonmewhat simlar to the

Arny's current structure and will use the traditional

names. There will be three infantry battalions, each
w th about 665 soldiers which will be nmade up of three
infantry conpanies of 171 soldiers and the rest renaining
with the headquarters and adm ni strative staff. They
will use infantry weapons such as nortars, rifles,
machi ne guns, sni per weapons, anti-tank mssiles and a
new nobil e gun system

An addition wll be a reconnai ssance,
surveillance, and target acquisition squadron which wll
use reconnai ssance troops with nounted sensors, enbedded
human intelligence capacity, nulti-use sensors,
el ectronic warfare, ground radar, and unnmanned aeri al
vehicles to gather intelligence.

There will be an anti-arnmor conpany for nounted
and di smounted anti-tank m ssiles.

There will be an artillery battalion of towed
artillery howitzers such as we have at Schofield today.

There will be a support battalion to provide
| ogi stical support to this unit, and supplies and
servi ces.

A conbat service support conpany for
adm ni strative support.

A mlitary intelligence conpany to augnent the
reconnai ssance squadron and to sort through the vast

intelligence information from other sources.
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An engi neer conpany equi pped with the -- as the
engi neers are equi pped on Schofield already to provide
field support.

And a signal conpany to provide the
communi cations needed to keep the digital information
fl owm ng between the units, the vehicles, and the command.

The uni que environnment of Hawaii provides for
decentralized areas for operations |like we would find in
today's mlitary operations. It also has a wide variety
of terrain such as open, tropical, urban, and desert.

VWhile the transformation of the Arny in Hawaii is
a statew de issue, we wll address each island with the
Arny's current or proposed presence starting with the
i sl and of Qahu.

As | have said before, the Arny recognizes that
there are many potential inpacts. One of the concerns
that will be interest -- that will interest the conmmunity
is the introduction of an increased nunber of mlitary
vehicles and traffic on public roads. Since we, too, are
aware that the anount, type, and timng of traffic on an
i sl and whi ch depends on a coastal road network is a
concern of everyone, we are proposing to expand and
inprove the ability of the Arny to access the current --
its current training areas while staying off public

r oads.
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We propose to establish a new vehicle trail from
Schofield to Dillingham and one from Schofield to
Hel emano, separating mlitary vehicles destined to these
training areas with civil traffic. Wile these trails
may still need to cross public roads, they can do so at
safe controlled | ocations coordinated with the county and
state.

We al so propose to inprove the current Army Drum
Road to make it an all-weather, two-lane road giving us
year-round access to the Kahuku Training Area. This
coupled with the timng of mlitary novenments will reduce
potential traffic conflicts. This, too, is also a real
worl d training scenario for soldiers since traffic on
restricted roadways is many tinme a concerns of |ocal
popul ati ons.

We have | ooked to m nimze additional |and
requi renents. However, due to a shortage of training
acres and the limted avail abl e space on Schofield
proper, we are |look -- we are proposing to purchase | and
south of Schofield to build a notor pool or notor park to
park the new brigade's vehicles, to devel op a displ aced
rifle and pistol range from Schofield Barracks. Wile an
exact acreage and | ocation has not been defined, we are
considering 1,500 to 2,100 acres. Coordination with

nei ghbor | and users is being nmade.
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The notor park would be built with features to
protect the environnent, and the proposed range conpl ex
woul d use only standard ball ammunition |like the types
hunters use, and wll not use tracers to reduce wldfire
possibilities, nor would any expl osives be used in this
ar ea.

Based on the concerns we have heard, we have gone
out with engi neers who design ranges, and we have
proposed a design to renove the inpact fromthe
Honoul iuli Preserve by re-orienting the direction of the
proposed range. W have proposed areas, but no specific
boundari es because we are still negotiating with
| andowners. W are al so anal yzing other alternatives.

While not all training can be conducted by
si mul ati ons, sone tasks can be taught in a virtual
setting where precise task, under controlled conditions,
can be nonitored and controlled. W propose to build
t hree buil dings on Schofield Barracks as already
devel oped -- in already devel oped | ocati ons near the
current infrastructure.

One will be a building containing an individual
through small unit virtual trainer not unlike what many
police forces have using conputers to grade marksnanship
and small unit tasks. The systemw || use conputers and

| aser technol ogy much |ike you see for sale at many
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conputer gane stores, albeit a little nore conplicated.

Anot her building will house a centralized
facility for the control, safety, scheduling, maintenance
of all the training facilities on Gahu in one centralized
range control.

The last is a building that will house a digital
university to train the soldiers on the equi pnent, tasks,
and tactics of the newunit. It will be a sinulation
center for the unit staff training and for unit battle
staff tactics, and would allow for the |inking of
soldiers and |l eaders in Hawaii with other facilities,
dat abases, and like units around the worl d.

Three new range conplexes will need to be built
on Schofield. Gone are the days of single-use ranges
where a sol dier would acconplish one task, |ike zero or
sight a weapon in, on one range and then nove to anot her
to practice or score his or her marksmanship ability.

The Arny is building nulti-use ranges to reduce cost,

mai nt enance, and inpacts of the environnment and proposing
facilities that do nultiple tasks over a nuch smaller

ar ea.

As many of the weapons qualification
requi renents, which include fixed firing points and fixed
targets, would be noved to a single conplex at the

current McCarthy Flats area of Schofield. dd ranges
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woul d be replaced with a multi-use range using the sane
target area.

A battle area conplex would be built to allow the
soldiers to train as a group and choose target areas and
firing points as they would in conbat situations. It
woul d also allow the soldier to train with the new
vehicles in live-fire training tasks and with ot her
weapons and units.

As nore of the world popul ati on areas becone
built up, an urban fighting facility would be needed to
train soldiers with weapons and |ive ammunition in a
controlled setting with the difficult tasks of fighting
in an urban area. These facilities would replicate a few
sinple buildings much like a police training facility or
what's commonly called a "Dodge City" scenario.

In conjunction with the urban live-fire area at
Schofield, there are many other urban fighting tasks and
peacekeepi ng tasks that can be trained without live
anmunition. W would propose to build a nock city at old
di sturbed sites in the Kahuku Training Area. This would
be a non-live-fire urban training facility that would
replicate multiple situations over a wi de area
si mul t aneously. Many | aw enforcenent agenci es have these
type of conplex conputerized facilities that can simulate

anything froma sinple | aw enforcenent task to
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conventional mlitary operations.

There will be no live firing of weapons in this
proposal, only bl anks.

These -- this facility would renovate current
unused buildings at all three sites and construct several
nore at two of the three |ocations.

Now we wi |l address the Big |Island proposals.

Li ke on OGahu, one of the concerns will be the

i ntroduction of an increased nunber of mlitary vehicles
and the interest in traffic on public roads. And again
we are proposing to expand and inprove the ability of the
Arny to access the current training at Pohakul oa by
staying off public roadways.

We are proposing to renovate the vehicle trai
from Kawai hae docks, which remain our primary port for
entering the Big Island, to the training area. This wl|
mai ntai n separation of mlitary traffic destined for
Pohakul oa and civil traffic. The exact route of the
trail may not follow the current route as we will look to
many different options to decide where the trail wll be
pl aced.

Two new range conplexes will need to be built at
Pohakul oa. These also will be multi-use ranges to reduce
cost, maintenance, and inpacts to the environnent, and

pronoting facilities that do nultiple tasks over a nuch
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smal | er area.

Anot her | arger battle area conplex would be built
to allow the soldiers to train as a part of a larger unit
-- battalion size and larger -- allowing themto choose
target areas and firing points as they would in conbat
situations. It would also allow the soldiers to train
with the new vehicles in live-fire training tasks with
ot her weapons and units. This range wll allow for the
use of all the weapons systens available to an Interim
Bri gade Conmbat Team commander such as artillery, attack
helicopters and fi xed-w ng, close-air-support aircraft.

An anti-arnmor range will be needed to train the
new anti-arnor conpany on nounted and di snmounted gunnery
tasks. A d ranges would be replaced with multi-use
ranges using the sane target and inpact areas and not
create a new i npact area.

W have again | ooked to mnimze additional |and
requi renents. However, we are al so proposing to purchase
| and at Pohakul oa for nmaneuver training where soldiers
can operate the new vehicles in training with unit
organi zations and formations using the tactics of
mutual Iy supporting the novenent in non-live-fire
training maneuvers. Vehicles will operate in organi zed
controlled formations.

Wi | e an exact acreage and | ocation has not been
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defined, we are considering 15,000 to 23,000 acres.
Coordination with | and -- neighbor land users is being
made. W have proposed areas, but no specific boundaries
because we are still negotiating with the | andowners. W
are al so anal yzing other alternatives.

There will be no ranges built in this area. This
area offers good open and rolling terrain, and provides a
variety of physical conditions to increase soldier, unit,
and | eader experience base.

Now we wi |l talk about other changes needed in
the base infrastructure support systemfor this change.

W w il need to inprove Weeler Arny Airfield to
allow for the use of C 130 turboprop aircraft for
trai ning deploynents of the InterimBrigade Conbat Team
by strengthening the runway and the current parking
ar eas.

Bradshaw Arny Airfield at Pohakuloa will also
need strengthening of the existing runway and i nproved
parking for cargo aircraft such as the C 17 so that
options exist to deploy to Pohakuloa for realistic
trai ning from QGahu.

In order to nmeet the requirenents of depl oynent
for real world mssions and training, we will need to
build a deploynent facility at Weeler to prepare units

for | oading or unloading on ships or aircraft.
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To be able to prepare cargo for air |oading or
parachuting, a parachute rigger section will need to be
added to the Air Force's Joint Mbility Center at H ckam
Air Force Base.

To cl ean vehicles, prepare equi pnent for
depl oynent, and prevent the spread of weeds, three
vehi cl e wash racks are required: one at Schofield by the
not or park area, one in the Kahukus, and one on the Big
| sl and to support Pohakul oa.

Additionally, three new ammunition storage
facilities will be need to be added to the existing
storage area at Pohakul oa.

The current fuel storage and distribution
facility at Schofield Barracks wll be inproved to handle
an increased nunber of vehicles.

Barracks and famly housing will be inproved to
meet the increased nunber of soldiers and famlies
assigned to the new brigade.

The | ocal area network for conputer data
connections will need to be inproved on Schofield and
Pohakul oa to handl e the increased data transm ssion | oad.
Fi ber optic lines will replaced or augnented in existing
areas and to the new facilities.

W will propose to install communications towers

on Arny land to provide the necessary data |ink between
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the vehicles, the Internet, and the command structure.
These towers will resenble small cellul ar phone towers.

In all, the proposal will increase the size of
one Arny unit in Hawaii and require 32 projects to
support the InterimBrigade transformati on of the 2nd
Brigade, 25th Infantry Division

A point of clarification. The Departnent of the
Arny revised its NEPA Arny regul ati on on March 29t h,
2002. The Arny scoping processes wll conply with this
revi sed regul ation.

And that concludes ny briefing.

We're going to ask George Redpath from Tetra Tech
to now provide us sone information on the National
Environmental Policy Act or NEPA, and al so the process
that will be involved in the Environnmental |npact
St at enent .

MR. REDPATH. Al oha (greetings).

THE AUDI ENCE: Al oha (greeting).

MR. REDPATH. 1'd like to thank you all tonight
for comng out and participating in this public scoping
nmeeting to assist us in the preparation of the
Environnental | npact Statenent, or EIS, for the Arny

transformati on project.
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The EIS is a public docunent whose purpose is to
provi de the decision makers, in this case the Arny, the
information they require to make a fully informed
deci sion as spelled out under the National Environnental
Policy Act or NEPA.

NEPA directs all federal agencies to exam ne the
envi ronnent al consequences of any mmjor federal action
that significantly affects the quality of the human
envi ronnent and provides an interdisciplinary framework
to evaluate the inpacts of federal actions. Furthernore,
NEPA opens the federal decision-making process to public
i nvol venent and scrutiny. This scoping neeting and the
EIS we will be preparing are a part of that process.

The EIS will evaluate inpacts on Arny
installations, training ranges, and surroundi ng | ands and
communities in Hawaii focusing on the islands of OGahu and
Hawaii. The EIS wll be a conprehensive, full-disclosure
docunent that assesses the cultural, social, economc,
and environnental effects, both positive and negative, of
a proposed project and the alternatives under
consi derati on.

The EI'S process includes the draft EIS, which is
released to the public for comment, and the final EIS,
which will address the public comments and sel ects a

preferred alternative.
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The EIS will provide a full and fair discussion
of significant environnmental inpacts associated with the
proposed action -- in this case the Arny transfornmation
of the 2nd Brigade of the 25th Infantry D vision (Light)
to an InterimBrigade Conbat Team-- and will informthe
deci sion nmakers and the public of reasonable alternatives
that would avoid or mnimze any adverse inpact caused by
t he project.

A Notice of Intent was published in the U S.
Governnment's Federal Register last nonth on March 4th
stating that the Arny intends to prepare an Environnent al
| npact Statement to address the Arnmy transformation in
Hawaii. Publication of that notice initiated the NEPA
requi renment for public involvenent referred to as the
scopi ng process. That NO al so described two
alternatives that we're proposing. And we'll be
devel opi ng others as we proceed.

Your attendance here this evening is an integral
part of that process. As you can see by the little nmap
here, the "You are Here" arrow, this is your fist
opportunity to provide input, and you'll have ot her
opportunities as the process goes al ong.

The purpose is to receive input fromyou on the
issues you'd like to see addressed in the EIS as they

relate to the Arny's proposed project. Your oral and
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witten comrents will be considered in the preparation of
a draft EIS, and the deadline for your witten conments
is May 30t h.

In addition to this public forum you nay al so
provide witten conmments on the forns available in the
back or on your own letterhead, and nmail those in or fax
themin. O on our web site, which the address is on the
handout in the back, like this. For those of you who
want the address, its also ww.ttsfo.comibcteis.

The web site will also include additional
information on the alternatives. W wll| provide
informati on as we proceed so | suggest that you check
that regularly.

The draft EISis anticipated to be conpleted and
rel eased for public comment in February 2003. This is
t he schedul e here and the schedule also is available for
you in the back so you don't have to wite these dates
down. Once the draft EIS is published, there will be a
45-day review period during which you can provide witten
comments on the draft EIS.

Additionally, the Arny currently plans to hold
public hearings during the review period to receive your
input on the draft EIS. The conmments received at that
stage will be addressed in the final EIS that is

schedul ed to be conpleted i n August 2003.
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Foll ow ng a 30-day public review period, it is
anticipated that a Record of Decision, or ROD, would be
i ssued in Cctober 2003.

Agai n, we thank you for com ng out this evening,
and we | ook forward to receiving your comments on this
El S and participating in this process.

You' ve just received a great deal of information,
sonme of which is technical and conpl ex, and what we
wanted to do was to accommodate the fact that this is
new, conplex information and allow a brief period before
t he public coment period for your -- for question and
answers. So if you needed clarification or a response to
sone of the technical issues raised, this would be the
chance to do it now.

Provided this evening are not only the people on
the panel up in the front of the roombut a nunber of
peopl e who have expertise in this area ready to answer
questions of clarification. W also have two of the
facilitators with m crophones. W would ask you to
pl ease use the m crophones so the stenographers can get
your questions as well as the answers.

Are there any questions? kay. It doesn't | ook

like there are any.
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Then we can nove right into the public coment
period. Before we do that, just a -- | think just --
just a fewremnders. That is that if you want to speak,
we ask you to go back to the registration table and fill
out one of these yellow cards. And we're going to cal
you in the order that we have received them

We have al ready 19 people signed up to speak. So
because of that, we're going to be watching very closely.
We ask that you keep your coments down to five m nutes.
| f you have witten testinony, it's not necessary for you
toread it into the record. But actually you sumrarize
it and we will then take your witten coment if you'l
give it tous and it will go onto the record.

Those of you that may have to | eave early, and it
may be that you're actually nunmber 19 so we're not going
to get to you till about nine o'clock tonight, we have
anot her stenographer in the roomjust outside this patio
area. And she is available to also take your comments
and you can go out of turn and nake your conments on the
record there.

Because we all feel very strongly about these
i ssues and about this special place where we reside, its
often -- what often happens in these neetings is that we
don’t' always agree. But | truly believe that each of us

has a truth to speak. And I would | ove to hear each of
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you speak your truth. So what | ask as your facilitator
is that we treat one another with respect and with

ki ndness, that we don't interrupt people as they are
maki ng conment whet her we agree or di sagree with what
they have to say. But we listen and we | earn from one
another. And that is part of the process that takes

pl ace that helps us all to learn nore. So pl ease be

tol erant of one another. Please be respectful of one
another. And give us an opportunity to hear each of your
truths clearly and uninterrupted.

Al right. You want to start with the first one?
Thank you.

M5. AKA: We'll start with the first speaker and

who's com ng up next. Qur first speaker is Daniel
Forman. And then we have Mauil ani Kenessey.

MR. FORMAN:  Thank you for letting ne voice
our concerns. M nane is Daniel Forman and | work in the
Wai anae community along with the youths of the Leeward
coast.

One of our main concerns is to be an advocate for
them Many Wi anae youth living in Makaha are concerned
about water contam nation from Makua. No thorough
Envi ronnental | npact Statenment has been done that w |

calmthese fears. Al though many students have not been
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in Makua, they are still at risk.

Anot her concern is the land grab in the
Honoul iuli Nature Conservancy area. Wi anae students
have been planting native plants in the area that would
be condemmed. The students have seen the endem c species
and habitat in jeopardy.

They have seen -- excuse nme, they've been raised
knowi ng the inportance of preserving this area for their
culture and for their future descendants. It is their
connection to resources used by their ancestors.

Now the Arny is saying that this resource is not
as inportant as the safety of others. [It's not even
worth doing a thorough Environnental |npact Statenent.

This type of arrogance will not be tolerated. W
have seen too nuch of it throughout the Pacific. 1In the
long run the Arnmy will pay the consequences. It would be
cheaper for you to nove el sewhere if you do not work with
the community.

In the nmeantine, our health and dignity are being
conprom sed. But the coast has proven to be very
resilient. Those who have lived and protected this
mountain range will never |eave and will never change
their will to protect their resources for their children.

| just also wanted to nmake sure that sone | ong-

tinme residents will be involved in the actual witing of
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the EIS and not just the public conment.

MS. KENESSEY: Aloha (greetings). M nane
is Mauil ani Kenessey. |'m a sophonore at \Wai anae Hi gh
School. | have currently been enrolled in the Hawaii an
Studies program And in this programwe travel and we do
a lot of reforestation and restoration projects. And one
has been |ocated in the Honouliuli site on The Nature
Conser vancy | and.

Most of our students have took pride in cleaning
and restoring this area. And to see it all go away
really kinda hurt because we've put a lot of tears and
sweat and blood into this land and we would like to see
it grow. Not only for us in this generation now but for
the future generations comng. And it's kinda sad
because this is a really prosperitive (sic) |and where
the plants have grow (sic) and we have seen it grow in
its natural habitats.

And not only that, we have al so been to other
pl aces where the Arny has taken over, |ike Kahool awne.
And the land there, well, it's been really bad, but it's

nice to see that the native plants have survived. And we
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just want to see it carry out throughout the rest of the
gener ati ons.

M5. CAYAN: Al oha kakou (greetings all). M
name is Phyllis Coochie Cayan, a descendant of the
original famlies of Lanai Island. M ancestors,

Kel i i hananui and Auhua, were the |ast traditional
Konohi ki (1 and-di vision adm nistrator) of Lanai.

From t hese ancestors and those before them cone
our famly's kuleana, our responsibility and obligation
to al oha "aina (cherish the land) and nal ama 'aina (care
for the land). That kul eana (responsibility) extends to
where we cone from where we live today and where we are
headed in the future.

| speak with no intent to offend, and apol ogi ze

if anyone feels slighted. | take full responsibility for
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my words and mana' o (thoughts). All are based fromthe
teachings of nmy 'ohana (famly), nmy own |life experiences
as a native Hawaiian, cultural practitioner and a bridge
bet ween cul tural and Western educati on.

For al nost 30 years |'ve done volunteer work in
the community, statew de, on the national and
international levels with natives and non-natives. Sone
of ny current work includes the following: State Burials
Comm ssi oner for OCahu Island since 1990; a nenber of the
Ukani po Hei au Advi sory Council, which is the heiau
adj acent to Makua; a director for Maunakea Anai na Hou
created to protect and preserve the sacredness of the
summt and all of the Mauna Kea |l ands. | also serve as
the Gahu island treasurer and an ex officio of Ka Lahu
Hawai i .

Attached to this testinony is also ny testinony
presented on April 9th for the Arny scoping hearing for
an EIS at Makua Valley. And | believe that mana' o
(thoughts) and concerns are also applicable for this EI' S
on the Arny's transformati on plans.

In general, the EI'S nust address how the Arny
proposes to clean up any pollution, toxins or hazardous
materi als, ordnance or geographi cal changes that result
fromtheir training maneuvers including, but not limted

to, the transportation of troops, supplies and other
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equi pnent. Also, the Arny needs to be culturally
sensitive to the significance of the lands it uses to
train.

Attached to this testinony is an article
entitled, "Protecting sacred lands is an American
responsibility.” It was witten -- it was posted in
"I'ndian Country Today" posted on April 29th, 2002 by U S.
Congressman Representative N ck Rahall of West Virginia,
who | will quote parts of his article. And that article
is also attached to ny testinony.

Quote, "Long before ny ancestors arrived on these
shores Anerican Indians were the first stewards of the
| and. They respected the earth, water and air. They
under st ood you take only what you need and | eave the
rest. They denonstrated you do not desecrate that which
is sacred.

"Most Americans understand a reverence for the
great Sistine Chapel or even for a white-washed church
building wwth a steeple and a bell. But often non-
| ndi ans have difficulty giving that sanme reverence to a
mount ai n, valley, streamor rock formation

"Last nmonth the Sacred Lands Protection Coalition
was formed through the National Congress of American
| ndi ans, Associ ation on Amrerican Indian Affairs, Seventh

Ceneration Fund and the Native Anerican Rights Fund. The
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coalition may prove to be the semnal action that finally
brings the federal governnent once and for all to put its
muscl e behind protecting native Anerican sacred lands in
our country.

"While acts such as the National Hi storic
Preservation Act, the Native American Graves Protection
and Repatriation Act, the American |Indian Religious
Freedom Act have been hel pful to a degree, | believe the
time has conme for us to put a process in statute that
stops damagi ng activity and preserves these areas
forever. |'ve developed a |egislative proposal that
woul d put teeth into federal |law and halt any further
desecration of sacred | ands. W nust have a governnent -
wi de effective, conprehensive process that prohibits the
| oss of further native American sacred |ands now before
nmore of these unique sites are wi ped off the face of the
earth,"” quote, unquote.

| would also like to note that U. S.
Representative Nick Rahall is a Denocrat from West
Virginia. He serves as a senior Denocrat on the House
Comm ttee on Resources which oversees native Anmerican
I Ssues.

And I'd Iike to interject that | will be witing
to himabout our concerns here for native Hawaiian | and

i ssues.
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He al so serves on the Conmttee on Transportation
and I nfrastructure.

So it is good that protection of sacred |ands is
bei ng seriously discussed at the congressional |evel.
And | believe it will greatly inpact the future of al
mlitary training on all native |ands.

| look forward to the draft EIS review to see
what the Arny is truly proposing in its transformation
before I can comment nore fully.

It was established constitutionally in 1978
for the betterment of conditions of Hawaiians and native
Hawai i ans. W are a trust governed by nine el ected
trustees.

Excuse ne. M remarks tonight are prelimnary in
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nature, and we reserve the right to nmake future coments.
| have five short points to nake.

| want to say to the Arny that your early
commitnment to do an EI'S and conducting the scoping
nmeetings as you are doing, is an excellent idea, and the
Arnmy is to be comended for this effort. However, the
Ofice of Hawaiian Affairs will insist that the Arny
conduct anot her round of scoping neetings once the final
| and acqui sitions have been nade and specific site maps
are avail abl e.

M5. KEALA: R ght now information is too
i nadequate to make detailed comment. But once sites have
been identified and maps nade avail able, OHA will be able
to offer formal and nore substantive testinony.

M . Redpath nentioned the Environnental
Protection Act. But we would like to rem nd the Arny
that Section 106 of the federal -- thank you -- historic
preservation | aws through the National H storic
Preservation Act also apply to this project.

We had a very brief consultation with M. Borne
and other staff, but it will not be the last |I'm sure.

Inits EIS, the Arny nust include and adequately
address cultural, historic and traditional resources

i ncl udi ng access and the inpact that your training wll
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have on the sites and areas that are identified, with
respect to the Honouliuli area in particular.
In addition to other concerns such as
envi ronment, precautions nust be taken to protect the
Pear| Harbor aquifer which serves a sizeabl e popul ation
of Gahu I sl and.

MR. HALEY: Okay. | represent the Iliah
Foundation. The Iliahi Foundation is a consortium of
envi ronment al organi zations primarily concerned with the
reforestation of the islands with indi genous and endem c
plants. The Iliahi Foundation is also made up and

supported by alumi of one of the |ocal private schools.
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| personally ama graduate of the Arnmed Forces
Staff School Reserve Conponents, Norfolk, Virginia. 1've
al so done extensive work at the Naval War Col | ege.

The essence of what | am saying today is that the
insertion of a firing range into the Honouliuli Preserve
is like building a firing range next to a (sic) oil
refinery.

The history of Honouliuli is a sordid one. But
to bring you up to date, say, the 1930s, the Gvilian
Conservation Corps, realizing that there was a horrific
anount of erosion going on on the eastern side of the
Wi anaes, planted eucal yptus trees. Lots of eucal yptus
trees. Primarily they planted Eucal yptus robustus (sic)
and Eucal yptus macul ata. The Eucal yptus robustus (sic),

as a matter of interest, is a unique plant in that it

contains turpentine. It contains citronella. And guess
what ? Eucal yptus oil. All, all volatile oils.

It was Eucal yptus robustus (sic) -- and you may
remenber the fires of Berkeley and Gakland -- it was

Eucal yptus robustus (sic) that fired those fires.

| was interested in M. Borne's -- is it? --
comments about the realismof the exercises that they're
going to be holding, fire maneuver. Well, if the
exercise is to be of any value at all, it has to

duplicate battle. And the fog of battle is a terrible,
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terrible thing. Horrible accidents happen during the fog
of battle.

And if you're going to have exercises that
duplicate that, you're going to have accidents. And
you're going to cause a fire in the Honouliuli Reserve
(sic).

And worst of all he commented about bl anks.

Bl anks are the biggest cause of fires on a firing range.

| wish | had five dollars that every tine a duty detai

got called out to put a fire out on a firing range. If I
had five dollars for every tinme that happened, 1'd be a
mllionaire.

It is not responsible to try to insert the fog of
battle into the 21st century kind of living that we have
here on Gahu.

Just to give you an insight of how fire works,
|"ve had first-hand experience with forest fires. It's
insidious. If any of you have ever been up there, you'l
see there is underneath the trees a | ayer of |eaves. And
the fire wll start and it will not even be noticeable.
It wll erode. It wll drift along in the | eaves
quietly, not even hardly nmaking any snoke, until it hits
an area of heavy fuel and then it erupts. And you have
this i mense rel ease of energy.

My wife had first-hand experience wth a forest
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fire. She was four mles fromthe forest fire. And this
i ncredi ble heat that goes up carries enbers and
everything wwth it. And because of the way the trade

w nds bl ow, the enbers are going to be brought up into
the air, blown down to the southwest right over the city
of Kapol ei .

| cannot believe that the Canpbell Estate had
such little concern about their investnent that they
woul d put it in such jeopardy. Eucalyptus is a
mar vel ous, marvelous plant. There are mllions of 'emup
there in the Honouliuli Preserve where they want to put a
firing range with blanks. That's the worst kind of fire
maker of all.

In conclusion, | guess -- | am passi onate about
this, if you hadn't noticed already -- but at any rate,
didn't finish ny thought about nmy wife. She was four
mles away fromwhere the actual fire was going on. She
was on the roof of our house. | wasn't hone. She's ny
hero. And she was shooting down the roof of the fire.
And the enbers were so hot that they were falling down
and blistered her back because she had just a tank top on
when the fire broke out.

So it is not without -- outside the real m of
possibility. M scenario will happen one day. And you

cannot insert such a dangerous thing into a tinderbox.
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Like | saidit's like a refinery that they're going to
have surroundi ng the range.

And | guess in closing, Colonel, battle by
itself, you know, involves risks, you know. But | don't
think we really have the need to put so much at risk here
on GCahu when there are other alternatives, the Big
| sl and, other places |ike that where the sane kind of
thing, the sanme kind of structure can be constructed.

M5. AKA: Kalewa Correa and then Shad Kane.

MR. CORREA: MW nane is Kalewa Correa. And
| have five points and two questions for you fol ks
t oni ght .

Anerica's enemes are not Hawaii's enem es. Your
wars are not Hawaii's wars. The nere presence of
mlitary here makes the people of Hawaii targets.

(Appl ause)

MR. CORREA: The mlitary has a track record
of environnental abuses at Kahool awe and Makua. And the
US mlitary currently holds over 180,000 acres in
Hawaii. And there is no reason that you guys need to
take any nore | and.

Mlitary personnel, they conme here and they | eave

after their enlistnment period. They never have to |ive
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here over a period of time whereas we, the natives, do.

My question is, can you guarantee that there wll
be no fires in your training areas? And can you not use
| and that you al ready have for your training?

And the last thing | have to say is that your
organi zati on pronotes violence and death while our people
pronote respect of the land and life here.

Thank you.

(Appl ause)

M5. AKA: We'll take Shad Kane next. And
then 1'mgoing to suggest that we take a five-mnute
break -- no, no, please cone. After -- after you, yes.

MR. KANE: Al oha (greetings).

THE AUDI ENCE: Al oha (greetings).

MR. KANE: Shad Kane. |'m here representing
t he Gahu Council of Hawaiian Cvic Cubs, and the Gahu
Counci | of Hawaiian G vic Cubs Commttee on the
Preservation of Historic Sites and Cultural Properties.

First of all, | also want to point out that I'm
al so a Vietnam conbat veteran. And it's not sonething
that I normally talk about, but |I kind of feel it's very
appropri ate today.

In addition to serving several years on the USS
St. Paul, which is one of the only Navy ships that was
hit by NVA shore artillery in the area of the DMZ. |
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vol unteered -- subsequent to that | volunteered to serve
on the rivers of South Vietnam and was assigned to
command a river patrol, Flotilla Five.

And our responsibility was patrolling two rivers
sout h of Sai gon which was the Van Quo Tay and Van Quo
Dong Rivers. Assigned to this Flotilla Five, we had a
nunber of river divisions and one SEAL teamunit. CQur
primary responsibility was to insert, extract SEAL teans
and troops. Not only U. S. troops, but South Vietnanese
Arnmy, regional forces, popul ar forces.

The only reason why | sharing that is because |
want to make sure we understand that this is not an issue
of loyalty. This is sinply an issue of doing the right
t hi ng.

The Association of Hawaiian Cvic Cubs is nade
up of some 42 clubs both here in the islands and sone siXx
clubs on the mainland. Each island has its own
association. |I'msorry, each island has its own counci
which is made up of the clubs fromthat respective
island. Likew se, the mainland council, the mainland
cl ubs have their own council.

I n January of 2000, the OGahu Council of Hawaii an
Cvic Cubs established the Coormittee on the Preservation
of Historic Sites and Cultural Properties. And the focus

of this commttee was to identify cultural sites all over
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the island of Oahu, identify those sites, research them
docunent, research resources trying to establish the
significance of these ancient Hawaiian sites, and nore
inportantly, to facilitate and establish partnerships
with the people of those respective areas in an attenpt
to take care of these properties.

When Kanehaneha def eat ed Kal ani kupul e, he awar ded
the lands of Lihue to a chief by the nane of Kanoa.
Li hu' e are those | ands bel ow Pu' u Hapapa and Kal ua' a
@ul ch and the plains on the Honolulu side of that gulch,
which is the proposed area that the Arny is speaking to
us tonight.

When Kanehaneha di ed, Ka'ahumanu and Li holi ho,
during that period of tinme they were having problens or a
rebellion on Kaua'i. And Ka'ahumanu and Li holiho sent
Kanoa to Kaua'i and established a new political capital,
and subsequently put down the rebellion on Kaua'i.

Kanoa | oved his place in the nountains -- Wahi ana
-- so much he nmade his new political capital Lihue. So
the Lihue in Kauai is naned after the Lihue we're talking
about tonight.

Back in January, nyself, several other of our
Cahu Council Preservation Commttee nenbers and
representatives from Nature Conservancy hiked up into the

regi on bel ow Pu'u Hapapa and Kalua'a Gul ch and di scovered
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a nunber of cultural resources that have never been
docunent ed.

We found several elevated platforns 3 feet in
hei ght approximately 15 feet on the side. It appeared
that nost of those sites had been previously disturbed.
In addition to that, we found evidence of terracing and
possi bl e habitation structures in association with a danp
river bed.

We al so found several possible historic objects.
We found two aircraft engines, perhaps around World \ar
Il era. The significance of this is the fact we were
only there for several hours and we only covered a snal
area of that property.

The question in my mnd is what else is in that
valley? Live fire in our opinion would be inappropriate
and irresponsi ble considering the risk that we're putting
our cultural sites at.

When Cook arrived in these islands in 1778, he
docunented all the places he visited. And he especially
estimated the nunbers of people that were living in these
islands. He estimated sone 900, 000 people living in
these islands. That was the population of this island in
1990 (sic). By 1890, that nunber had been reduced to
43, 000.

The significance of this is because our history
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was on oral one, we lost nost all of our history. And
today the focus of the efforts wthin the Hawaiian G vic
Club and a ot of other native Hawaiian organizations is
sinply to reclaimthat history. Lihue represents a
recl amati on of that history.

So in closing, the Gahu Council of Hawaiian G vic
Clubs and the Gahu Council of Hawaiian C vic C ubs
Conm ttee on the Preservation of H storic Sites and
Cul tural Properties oppose any expansion into the area of
Li hue.

THE AUDI ENCE: Al oha (greetings).

DR. DODGE: M nanme is Fred Dodge. | ama

physician living in -- on the Wai anae coast working at

t he Wai anae Coast Conprehensive Health Center. |'ve been
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there now for over 27 years. | first came to Hawaii in
1961. | have a famly and we |live in Wi anae.
|'"'malso a veteran. | served in the Arny and |

was in Korea alnost half a century ago. A long tine.

But as has been said in the past, | also feel that this
is not -- this issue is not a question of patriotismor
| oyal ty.

The first question | would ask the mlitary is
what was asked at the Makua EI'S scoping. Were is your
deed?

(Appl ause).

DR DODGE: | will let others go into the
details of that, but | think nost people know what we're
tal ki ng about here.

Also -- | also agree with one of the previous
speakers that this is not truly a scoping hear and you
need to cone back when you have nore detail ed
information. And that was well stated at the Kawananakoa
hearing by attorney David Henkin. And he quoted the
regul ati ons which you weren't follow ng.

| would really appreciate detailed maps. [I'ma
map person. | want to see a detailed map, not sone big
general outline. And | think that was also stated in the
past and | woul d second that.

Regar di ng Honoul iuli Preserve, | understand that
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there are over 70 endangered species there. And that

i ncludes the out-plantings that the students at Wi anae
and perhaps ot hers have been doing for Makua. That's
good. That's well and good that you people are trying to
save them But now you're putting themin endanger nent
agai n.

And | would al so agree that fires are a huge
threat. | have been in Schofield quite a few tines. |
have been in Makua many tinmes. And the fires in both
pl aces have been very bad. | have pictures of the fires
day and night in Makua. And by the Arny’'s own count in
the 10 years from 1990, no 1989, 1989 to 1998 there were
over 270 fires in Makua al one.

| don't know what the count is in Schofield. But
|"ve been there. And even in your helicopter trip which
you offered us about a year ago or so, maybe | onger,
there were at least two fires burning then in your ranges
over there.

We need to know the cunul ative inpacts of this
action, all these actions that you' re proposing to take.
And | would include in that what the danmage that has been
done at Schofield. That's a big thing. For instance,
the effect on the water, on the aquifer under Schofield
needs to be tested certainly before you start expandi ng

your training to nore pristine areas.
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It has been nmentioned that the Pearl Harbor
aqui fer extends up to that area. |If there -- and |I'm not
famliar if there is a separate aquifer up there but I've
tal ked to two geol ogists that tell ne that even if there
is a separate aquifer, that there are often connections
bet ween the two adj acent aquifers.

When it conmes to the billions that you are now
pl anning to spend on transformation, it would be
wonderful if you would include the cost of cleanup, if
you go ahead with the transformation here in Hawaii. But
you shoul d include the cost of cleanup as part of the
cost of training. And do it fromthe start, not years

after contam nation

It would also be nice if you use -- | guess this
is a governnment thing -- but it would be very wonderful
if we used nore of those billions being planned to help

the environnment, to help clean up contam nated areas and
to find new ways of dealing with world conflicts. In
ot her words, nore peace, |ess war.

| have been involved, as many of you may know, in
the struggle to have Makua cl eaned up. And our struggle
there in no way was intended or desired that the Arny's
trai ning should be noved to another community to have the

sane insults there.

(Appl ause)
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DR. DODGE: This is especially true, again,
in newer areas. Leave themalone. Leave themwld.

In fact, when you | ook at Hawaii as an isl and
state we're small. We're one of the smallest states in
the nation. But we have an enornobus percentage of
mlitary. 1n one reference dated 1995, there were over
212,000 acres either owned, |eased or controlled by al
the mlitaries in Hawaii. | believe that's | ess now, you
know Bar bers Poi nt has been excessed. But | still think
it's very close to if not over 200,000 acres.

And it would seemto nme that just |ooking at the
total picture in Hawaii, we need to be shrinking the
mlitary use of our precious |ands, not increasing them
I f you need to increase them there's a lot of land in
ot her places, although, again, | would never want to w sh
the kind of destruction that goes on here in any other
pl ace.

The biggest polluters in the world are the
worl d's armes and the biggest of the armes is you know
who.

Also, I'msure that sonebody will conme up again
with the econom ¢ argunent, "You guys pull out, we
starve." But | think when you tal k about the benefits of
the mlitary's presence here, you have to tal k about the

costs. And there are enornpus costs.
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Just one cones to mnd. That is if you increase
the nunber of soldiers at Schofield, you' re undoubtedly
going to have nore prostitution in Wahiawa. |It's just
goi ng to happen. Human nature. That's just one
relatively, well, maybe not such a small cost.

Lastly, the following is an inconplete, really
partial list of sonme of the toxins that occur with
mlitary training and the health risks associated with
t hat training

| also want to quote this small, well, 1"l
summarize it, this Mlitary Installations with Toxic
Waste Sites. This is put out by the Physicians For
Soci al Responsibility. Looking at this list, the Arny
has 12 sites, the Navy has 14 and the Air Force has 14 in
Hawaii. And two of those sites, Schofield and Pear
Har bor Naval Shipyard, are Superfund sites. So |I'm not
just talking off ny head when |I'mtal ki ng about this
contam nation. It's proven. |It's there.

|"mjust going to go through this real fast.
know that the hour is growing late. But -- and sone of
this | had stated in ny testinony at the Makua EI S
scoping -- one of the constituents of nmunitions is what
they call RDX. | think it stands for Royal Denolition
Expl osives. And it's a Cass C possible human

carcinogen. That is it can cause cancer. It can also do
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other things. It can affect the nervous system

TNT is another Class C And it has adverse
effects on the blood and |iver as well.

Then there's DNT. Dinitrotoluene. TNT was

trinitrotoluene. And there's different forns of
DNT which I won't go into now. That is classified as a
probabl e human carci nogen, a group B-2 carci nogen under
the EPA's classification. And it causes tunors in
vari ous experinental animals. And there's good evidence,
as | say, that it's a probable carcinogen for humans, can
cause cancer.

The mlitary uses a lot of |lead. That shouldn't
be too surprising. Well, lead interferes with bl ood
synthesis. You can get a severe anema fromit. It can
affect the kidneys, the brain. You can get nental
retardation fromit and other things including liver
damage and ot her central nervous system damage.

Well, there are others. There's at |east one
other group B-2 that is a probable carcinogen. There's a
chem cal known as MCPP that's the sane. Well, anyway, if
anybody is interested | have a whole list of these
things. | just wanted to give a partial |list of that.

The world is wounded. W know that. | want to
end with a quote from Chief Seattle. 1In 1854 he said,

"What ever befalls the earth befalls the children of the
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earth.”
Thank you very nmuch. Aloha (farewell).

MR. FUKUNAGA: The next speaker is Lii Anela
Wight foll owed by Veronica Kunitake.
M5. WRI GHT: Al oha mai kakou (greetings

all).

THE AUDI ENCE: Al oha (greetings).

M5. WRIGHT: MW nane is Lii Anela
Nakuauokal ani Wight. | am kanaka maoli (i ndi genous

person). This "aina (land) is ny hone. M geneal ogi cal
connection to this "aina (land) goes back nore than 2,000
years. |I'mspiritually connected to this '"aina (land).
And by "this,” | amnot referring to fondness but to a
specific religious, ethnic and cultural bond.

The United States has no connection to this |and.
Let's not forget that they illegally occupy Hawaii, an
occupation that began as a terroristic attack when they
illegally landed their troops who marched down to the
| ol ani Pal ace and pointed their guns towards the pal ace.
This act was done without regards to the nonarchy and the
political denocracy of ny people.

Today the mlitary occupies such | ands where ny
ancestors' iws (bones) are placed which we have no

access rights. W, the indigenous people, are still
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connected to the "aina (land) in a physical, religious
and cultural way that the United States Governnent still
refuses to acknow edge.

The "aina (land) is ny kua' ana, ny el der sibling.
And as a kanaka maoli (i ndigenous person), | amtaught to
mal ama or care for ny elder. The United States uses the
resources of this |and, kanaka nmaoli (indigenous persons)
land, to assist themin their inperialistic attenpts to
dom nate and assim |l ate the world.

As the United States continues to wage war
agai nst other countries, the land in Hawaii is
conti nuously bonbed, polluted and destroyed to the point
where the land is no | onger |ivable.

And |l et us not forget that it is this sane
mlitary occupancy that makes Hawaii an obvi ous target
for strategic attacks by opposing peopl es.

(Appl ause)

M5. WRIGHT: So if you think they're here to
protect you, they're not. The freedom |iberty and
justice for all that they speak of includes ne and ny
peopl e, the kanaka maoli (i ndigenous persons). It is, in
fact, a bogus promse to shield the fact that you, and |
mean the United States of Anerica and its mlitary
forces, only want ny |and and ny conpli ance.

In closing, | have one last thing to say. In the
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words of long-tinme Hawaiian and human rights activi st
Haunani - Kay Trask, "W are not Anmericans. W wll never
be Arericans. W will die as Hawaiians. So stop the
killing of our people and our |and."
Mahal o (thank you).

MR. FUKUNAGA: Veronica Kunitake is the next
speaker followed by Pauline Sato.

M5. KUNI TAKE: Al oha nmai kakou (greetings

all).

THE AUDI ENCE: Al oha (greetings).

M5. KUNI TAKE: My nane is Veroni ca Kapuahau
Kunitake. |I'mnot an indigenous Hawaiian nor do | claim
to be Hawaiian. But | aman educated woman. |'m

assum ng that you are too and that you are capabl e of
maki ng intelligent and unbi ased deci si ons.

So being the educated -- the educated individuals
that you are, you nmust undoubtedly know and acknow edge
that Hawaii is an independent nation which is currently
being subjected to the United States' control through
mlitary force. Oherw se this subject would not even be
an issue as Lii Anela has suggest ed.

The illegal occupation of Hawaii is a historical
accurate fact as historically docunented by U.S.

President Ceveland's witings and the Bl ount Report
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followwng the illegal and terroristic annexation of
Hawaii in 1893 by 13 foreign businessnmen and the
assistance of the United States mlitary.

When Hawaii conveniently di sappeared fromthe
United Nations' list of territories and col onies,
precedi ng statehood, the U S. was and remains in breach
of their original agreenent with the governnent of
Hawai i .

By this I'mreferring to the Kingdom of Hawai i
and the U S.'s responsibility to return Hawaii to the
gueen. The indigenous and ethnically diverse people of
this land, the native Hawaiians, otherw se known as the
kanaka maol i (indi genous persons) still await this
return.

Pl ease understand that this does not include the
subj ects of Hawaii of foreign descent such as ny famly.
But this being said, |I'"'magainst the mlitary's proposed
purchase of |and on Hawaii and on Gahu. And why?

One. The purchase of such land only continues to
perpetuate the illegal occupation of Hawaii wth
disregard to the dispossessed tenants and owners of this
| and.

Two. The mlitary's record proves their
di sregard of environmental concerns and regul ati ons.

Also this bid for |and suspiciously coincides with the
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re-evaluation of former Superfund sites here on the
i sl and of Oahu, such as Pear| Harbor and Schofield
Barracks, that is |listed on the Superfund's web site.

Three. | do not see any need for the mlitary to
attain new lands. The mlitary has al ready proved that
t hey cannot take care of the land they currently occupy.
VWhat is apparent is the continued mani pul ati on of the
mlitary in order to maintain mlitary control in the
Pacific and in world.

Just ook at their history. In Wrld VWar 11,
they took the | ands at Makua, Makua Valley. Then Puul oa
in Pearl Harbor, Lihue, Schofield Barracks, Mkapu at the
Kaneohe Air Base, to nane a few.

Then during Vietnam the mlitary seized
Pohakul oa. | have not even nentioned Lual ual ei or
Kahoolawe. |Is the mlitary now to take these | ands under
the same terns using war as a justifiable nmeans to
i ncrease their stronghold? They already did so at Makua
i medi ately followng 9/11. So what's next after this?

The mlitary needs -- well, the mlitary's needs
W Il never be satisfied. And I'msorry, | believe you
called it mlitary necessity for agility.

No. | say no to the mlitary. And if you think
that this will benefit your comunity or soneone el se,

ask yourself these questions. Were are the health
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reports for people in towns |ocated at and near current
mlitary bases?

What are the disease rates for cancer there, or
contam nation rates of |and and water?

How many people nove after the mlitary's
installed in their nei ghborhood?

And, are you willing to grant the mlitary this
and other |eeway at the cost of the inhabitants of this
area?

The information you provided is not enough. And
your power points are neant to play off of the fear in
the wake of 9/11. Don't do this or you wll only have
regrets.

Because whet her you are an indi genous Hawaii an, a
non-native subject of Hawaii, a citizen of the State of
Hawai 'i or the United States, regardl ess, please renenber
t hree things.

One. The land legally belongs to the native
Hawai i ans and shoul d be returned.

Two. Once the mlitary is through with this
land, if ever, will it be habitable or will they | eave us
with a severely contam nated | and base?

And finally, if the mlitary or the state or the
community councils are making any prom ses to you, just

t hi nk about their history. Wat is their record? Wen
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have any of them ever conme through on their prom ses?
So | ask you to think. Do not be afraid to raise
your voice as | was. And do not let the mlitary or the
medi a confuse the issue at hand as they enjoy doing.
This is not an issue of race. It is an issue of
gover nnent .

MR, FUKUNAGA: Next speaker is Pauline Sato
foll owed by Aarin Correa.
M5. SATO. Al oha (greetings). M nane is
Pauline Sato and I'mthe Director of the Oahu Program of
the Nature Conservancy. And we are a private non-profit
conservation organi zation.
We're focused on protecting what we call
bi ol ogi cal diversity on earth by protecting the pl aces
that these species need to survive.
| want to just start off by saying that we' ve
been maki ng public coments at all of the scoping
nmeeti ngs and want to acknow edge that the Arnmy has
consi dered changing their initial proposed acquisition
near our preserve. And though nothing is obviously
final, we do appreciate hearing their response to not
only our concerns but the public's concerns.

So | think we are noving in positive steps. So |
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appreciate that. But nmy coments were previously
witten, so | just wanted to share that with all of you
to know where we're com ng fromand what we have been so
concer ned about.

Qur concerns are for the Honouliuli Preserve
specifically proposed as use for small-arns qualification
range. Just as background, the preserve extends for
about 3,700 acres al ong the sout hern Wi anae Munt ai ns
and down the east sl ope above Makakil o and Kunia. And at
its northern end, it is adjacent to Schofield Barracks.

And because Honouliuli contains nore than 70 rare
and endangered species and sone of Gahu's | ast remmants
of diverse native ecosystens, the Estate of Janes
Campbel | granted the conservancy a | ong-term conservation
| ease of the preserve. So we are not the | andowner.

W' re managi ng the | ands on behalf of the Canpbell
Est at e.

Protection of rare species and the native forest
in which they live is our nunber one concern. In 2001,
Honouliuli Preserve in its entirety was designhated as
critical habitat for the QGahu 'el epai o, an endangered
native bird.

And soon, in about a couple weeks, the preserve
wi |l be proposed for a critical habitat for endangered

plants. And, in addition the area of the preserve which
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had been identified for acquisition overlaps with areas
in the Makua inplenentation plan.

And as M. Kane nentioned, there are Hawaii an
cultural sites in the preserve which have not been fully
identified or docunented.

Since 1990, The Nature Conservancy has worked in

Honouliuli. And we estinmate we've spent about two and a
half mllion dollars to conduct resource managenent and
community outreach activities at Honouliuli. And for the

past three years, this work has been concentrated in the
northern part of the preserve due to the higher chance of
speci es survival and al so ease of access into the area.

And so this is the area that we have all been
tal ki ng about earlier, the Kalua'a-Lihue area.

Earlier this year we conpleted a 110-acre fence
in this area to preserve -- of the preserve to exclude
pi gs because pigs are one of the threats to sone of the
very rare and endangered snails and plants. And so the
fence was built through a grant fromthe U S Fish and
WIildlife Service. And through that agreenent, we nust
mai ntai n foll ow up managenent of this fenced area for at
| east 10 years.

And in the near future we hope, if we have
fundi ng and agreenent, to fence an area near Pu'u Hapapa

which is on the top slopes of this area to protect one of
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t he nost heal thy popul ations of the -- of rare and
endangered tree snails remaining on this island. So |
say it's healthy but there's only a few of themleft.

But as far as what's left on OGahu this is one of the best
pl aces on this island. And because these species are

uni que to Oahu, the best places on earth.

The threats to Honouliuli Preserve include wld

fire, as you' ve heard, aninmals such as feral pigs,

i nvasi ve weeds and human di sturbance. A consistent and

i ntensi ve managenent in the formof fencing, weed
control, planting of native trees, |like was nentioned
earlier, by volunteer staff and students including many
from Wai anae Hi gh School, a seed collection is required
to protect the area's many rare and endangered plants and
animals and to restore the native Hawaiian forest.

And for these reasons the conservancy has
specific concerns about the size of the acquisition, the
types of training that m ght occur and the resulting
i npact on access to these areas, erosion and wldfires.
And we al so have concerns about the spread of weeds and
damage to restoration areas.

The Nature Conservancy does recogni ze the U S.
Army as an inportant and val ued conservation partner in

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actually. And they are doing a really good job in the
areas that they manage. So we do appreciate that. W
want to work together to find a way to accommodate the
Arny's training needs w thout damagi ng the inportant
natural and cultural resources at Honouliuli.

And so, finally, for those of you who are
interested in |learning nore about this place called
Honouliuli, | have copies of a booklet that was recently
produced. And it includes nention of Lihue which M.
Kane had nentioned. And they're in the back of the room
s you're welcone to have a copy if you d like to learn
nor e.

MR. FUKUNAGA: W have about 11 nore
speakers to go. Let ne offer this to you again. W said
earlier that we have another court reporter who is in the
back room Actually, she's out here right now But if
any of you want to give your testinony in the back room
and have to go early, you can now rai se your hand or go
over there to the court reporter.

THE AUDI ENCE: Al oha (greetings).

M5. CORREA: M nane is Aarin Correa. |I'ma
resi dent of Kaneohe here on QGahu.

Wth no current boundaries available to us for
the projected effects of this expansi on on Honoul i ul
Preserve, | can't coment in detail on it now, but I
respectfully join in the request for nore detailed
i nformation.

My main concern is the nature of the Arny's
commtnent to the people and the |Iand of Hawaii during
this crisis and afterwards. |'m concerned over the
safety of the irreplaceable natural resources of these
islands, the quality of our water, our soil, our native
species and our cultural history. These things are
i rrepl aceabl e and cannot be overl ooked for short-term
goal s of anyone.

It is the people of Hawaii who will be left with
the repercussions of the Arny's chosen expansion. This
pl ace and its peopl e have sustai ned many abuses. But
they grow inpatient wth decisions that ask themto
sacrifice for others. | urge you to proceed w sely.

As a resident, | am against the purchase,

acquisition or taking of any additional |ands in Hawaii .
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Thank you.

MR. FUKUNAGA: The next speaker is Jasm ne

M5. BRANCO Al oha kakou (greetings all).

THE AUDI ENCE: Al oha (greetings).

M5. BRANCO M nane is Jasm ne Kanel ehua
Branco. | amborn and raised in Hlo on the Hawai i
| sl and, therefore, your issues that you choose to
initiate on the Hawaii |Island are of particular interest
to me naturally.

As Christians, we believe God's creations are
good. And we, as humans, as God's creations, are good.
We each care, enote and feel. And this issue that we're
presented with by you tonight is, in a sense, a challenge
to your goodness and your humanity.

As Lii Anela has quoted, we kanaka naol
(i ndi genous persons), we are not Anerican and we w |
never ever be American. Yet we cared, we felt and we
enot ed when you Anericans suffered on Septenber 11th.
The fear, sorrow, pain and anger that you felt due to the
terroristic -- the individual terroristic acts that
occurred on Septenber 11th, 2001 was felt by each of us
kanaka maoli (indigenous persons). Yet that individual

terrorist act mrrors the state terroristic act that you
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Americans commtted to our people on January 13th --
excuse me, January 14th, 1893 when your troops | anded on
Gahu.

M5. BRANCO  Wiere you |lost Anerican |ives
in your federal building and your econom ¢ buil di ngs were
raped and desecrated, so was our queen, so was our | and,
SO was our nation, so was our |ives.

(Appl ause)

M5. BRANCO  Knowi ng that you continue to
rape our |and, rape our nation, rape our people, how can
you, as humans, possibly sleep at night? That's ny only
guesti on.

Mahal o (thank you).

(Appl ause)
MR. FUKUNAGA: Marion Kelly followed by Kit

G over.

M5. KELLY: Al oha (greetings).

THE AUDI ENCE: Al oha (greetings).

MS. KELLY: | conme here toni ght because of
the connection with the people of Nanakuli. MW

connection with them dates back to the 1960s when
recorded the life stories of many famlies who told ne
about their extrene difficult and pai nful experiences

before they were awarded a | ot at Nanakuli honmestead in
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the 1930s and another group in the 1940s. They literally
had no place to live up until that tine.

Even after receiving a honestead |ot, each famly
had to build its own house. In the neantine, many people
used whatever wooden crates they could find. There was
no water piped to their houses. There was no
electricity. They used kerosene | anps and stoves. They
had to get water froma single faucet down by the main
road and carry it back in buckets, back to their hone.
|"m sure that many people at this nmeeting tonight know
what |' mtal ki ng about.

One thing that contributed to the | ack of housing
for the Hawaiian people is that the United States
mlitary, soon after annexation, took of its own use
approxi mately 25 percent of all the land on Gahu. This
makes for a very difficult nmeeting to cone to you and
tell you that you can take nore land. You can't do that.

The land that the U S. mlitary took was | and of
t he Hawai i an Ki ngdom whi ch was stolen by the Anericans,
Sanford Dol e and his sugar plantation owners and friends.
They took over the Hawaiian Ki ngdom governnment with the
help of the U S. Marines as was said here earlier tonight
by several others. And they |ater turned over to the
United States the | ands of the Kingdom of Hawaii that

they had stolen fromthe Hawaiians. Both the Hawaii an
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government | ands and the crown | ands were stol en by Dol e
and his gang. They did not buy them They did not pay
for them They stole them

Then in 19 -- in 1898, they turned around and
used the approximately 2.4 mllion acres as bait so that
the United States would annex the Hawaiian | sl ands
agai nst the w shes of the Hawaiian peopl e.

You wil|l renenber the nonster petition that had
been signed by over 38,000 Hawaiian citizens who told the
U S. Congress that the citizens of the Kingdom of Hawai i
wer e agai nst annexation by the United States. As a
result, the United States Senate failed to annex. But
President McKinley ignored the U S. Constitution and took
over the Hawaiian |Islands anyhow.

Why did Dole and his gang do that? Their excuse
for pulling off this dastardly deed -- stealing the | and
and turning it over to the United States -- was so that
t he sugar plantations would not be charged an inport tax.
You know this is right. Mney, that's the bottomof it,
for sending their sugar to the United States for
processi ng and sal e.

| f Hawaii was nade part of the United States,
they said, and not an independent country, that neant
that the sugar plantations in Hawaii would not have to

pay an inport tax to ship their sugar to the United
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States and they'd be able to make nore noney off the sale
of their sugar. And their sugar was grow ng on the |and
of the Hawaiian people, the governnent |and and the ceded
-- the lands that they ceded eventually to the United
States. This is the land that they nade their noney on,
the |l and of the Hawaiian peopl e.

As we know, they indeed did get very wealthy at
t he expense of the citizens of the Hawaiian Ki ngdom who
were forced, against their wll, to give up their
i ndependence, to give up their independent governnent and
giving up their land that was theirs, 2.4 mllion acres.

Anot her aspect of the U S. governnent taking over
the | ands of the Hawaiian Kingdomis that the U S
government knew that they did not have title to the |and.
The Dol e -- the Dol e governnment gang did not own it, they
had stolen it, and therefore the U S. governnment knew
that it was not theirs to own either. You don't own
sonet hing that's been stol en.

Anything that is stolen nust go back to the
rightful owner. No one, nor can a governnment, claim
ownership to anything that has been stolen from soneone
el se or from anot her governnent. So the U S. governnent
could only take over the use of what |and they had for
mlitary posts in the Hawaiian |Islands, including Pear

Har bor, and they placed the remaining lands in a trust
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because they knew they didn't own it. That's where it
iS.

So then, against the will of the Hawaiian peopl e,
t he Hawai i an | sl ands have been nmade a col ony of the
United States occupied by the U S. Arny, their Navy,
their Marines, their Air Force. So what do they want to
do next? What is this transformation? They admt they
don't know. O course they say we could plan this, could
plan that. W don't know.

Al ready, | have seen a plan to take over another
t housand acres of |and on the other side of the \Wianae
range for a firing range. Qutrageous. That has been
spoken about earlier today so I'mnot going to tal k about
t hat one.

But in Makua Vall ey, the experience that we have
had with you fol ks, not you, but the United States
mlitary -- yeah, I'mnot going to summarize. [|'m going
to finish this.

(Appl ause)

M5. KELLY: The valley used to have heavy
grow h of trees and bushes, many of which were native
species. Today, all that you see is foreign introduced
nol asses grass that ignites at the slightest chance when
t hose hot tracer bullets are used in their fake battles.

You know, at this nmonment we're considering the
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US mlitary transformation plans. If you | ook up the
word in the dictionary, it says, "To act or operate in
changing the form" It also adds "external appearances;
change in form appearance, nature, disposition,
condition, character."

This is inpossible for the United States Arny to
change its character. Al it is doing is the sane. It
wants nore |land, it wants nore of our land here in this
state -- in this independent nation of Hawaii, and we are
| ooking for a real change. W're asking you to really
change. | knowthis is going to take tinme, with dead
brain | eader at the helm It wll be a while before the
proper international trail can be located. So | am
pressed to provide a task that | believe will not take
very long to acconplish.

Nunmber one. After Makua and adj acent valleys are
cl eaned up, which is what | expect the mlitary to do in
order that the | and be nmade habitabl e again, these
val | eys should be returned to the Hawaiians and the
mlitary nust |eave the valley.

In addition, the kul eana (native tenant award)
lands that the U.S. mlitary took over and evicted the
residents, these people nust be given back their | ands.
The famlies nmust be given back their lands. And these

were kul eana (native tenant award) |ands that the
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mlitary used for 60 years and they should pay for them
You shoul d give the | ands back and pay the famlies for
havi ng used them for 60 years.

(Appl ause)
MS. KELLY: Now the mlitary is supposed to

make sone changes in its organization. | don't
under st and what these changes are. | really don't see
any changes. |It's just expand, expand, expand.

Now I "Il tell you what change you can nmake. You

can give back Lualualei Valley after you fix it up. That
was Hawai i an Honmestead | and. That was for the Hawaii ans,
and you guys took it. You ve got to give it back. Cean
it up. Take all that junk out that you've got in there
and clean it up and give it back to the Hawaii ans.

You know, tal k about -- talk about greed. The
United States mlitary is one of the greediest
institutions in Hawaii. One of the fairly recent things
that the United States -- the Makua Valley of course -- |
shoul dn't speak about Makua. O hers have spoken about it
bef ore.

| would just like to say one nore thing. And
that is that during the 1970s, | did research on Makua
Valley and | nust tell you sonmething about the popul ation
of Makua Val |l ey before you ever got there. The pre-

Eur opean popul ation of Makua Valley is estimated to have
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been about 312 to 375 people. Under the Kul eana Act of
1850, over 200 acres had been awarded in the valley;
Makua, Koi ahi, Kahanahai ki and Keawaul a.

Sonme of the kul eana (native tenant award) of the
peopl e who lived in Makua and in adjacent valleys were
take away before the mlitary took over the valley. Most
of the kul eana (native tenant award) had been cl ai ned by
Sanmuel Andrews who had the | ease from June 25, 1875 to
1910. And then clainmed also -- now because they cl ai ned
t hem doesn't nean that these guys owned them Lincoln
McCandl ess al so took over the valley. And by 1908,
McCandl ess had cl ai med ownership of kul eana (native
tenant) awards that included over 148 acres. He
registered this land as his as well as an additional half
interest in three or four others.

But to register as an owner of |and does not
necessarily nmean that you actually own the | and.
Therefore, those kul eana (native tenant award) owners,
their famlies who still own land in Makua, took over the
valley -- when the mlitary took over the valley were
evicted. These famlies should have their kul eana
(native tenant award) lands returned to them and be paid
for themfor 60 years of use.

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MR. FUKUNAGA: The next speaker is Kit
G over followed by Melva Al a.
M5. GLOVER Al oha ahi ahi (good evening).
THE AUDI ENCE: Al oha (greetings).
M5. GLOVER Before |I start, it's ny
under standi ng that the Canpbell Estate is going to
di ssolve in 2007, and they are the ones that are even
considering this. |Is there anybody at this neeting from
t he Canpbel | Estate? Thank you.

Most of the people that I've known in the
mlitary have spent nost of their lives living on
continents. It nmay be understandable then that it's
rather difficult for people fromand of the mlitary to
real ly understand the feeling of being born and brought
up and living and planning to live forever on an island.

The gl obal warm ng that has been occurring
recently has even elimnated one island as a future place
tolive. The land on islands is getting di m ni shed.
It's not expanding. There's not infinite space on
i sl ands.

| woul d suggest that the concept of a peaceful
wor |l d demands sustainability. On islands, any |and that
can be used to grow food, therefore, is extrenely
precious for that purpose. |In this particular island,

t hose of us who have very stressful jobs find it really
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necessary to preserve our sanity and our souls to get out
into the natural world.

The horseback riders, the bicyclers, the hikers
have all been deni ed access to areas increasingly in the
past 10 or 20 years. The areas that are nore wild are
very inportant and irreplaceable. You can't get the sane
soul lifting by going to the mall.

As people transition in our individual lives from
chi | dhood to adul thood, there is one major change that
takes place. If you think about how children act and how
they viewthe world, it's nore what's happening right
now. Wen we becone adults, we learn to think from cause
to effect. W learn to do abstract thinking, train to
see what are the results of our actions.

If we think about it, | can't think of anything
that |'ve ever done in ny life, and | bet you that you're
in the sane position, where | haven't imagined it
happeni ng before | was able to acconplish it.

| have been told by friends who have had mlitary
famlies that the mlitary training does teach
respectful ness and responsibility to one's job, that
peopl e who are even in the famlies of -- mlitary
famlies, when they are enployed they are responsible
enpl oyees in their individual jobs.

My plea tonight then is to think of all of the
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pl aces in the world where there have been mlitary. |
don't think any of them has been cleaned up yet. Let's
be adults. Let us try to inmagi ne what a peacef ul
sustainable world will be like. Let's think about this
in detail.

How can the mlitary equi pnent that is such fun
for the soldiers to use, howcan it be used to build a
better world, a peaceful world, a sustainable world?

M5. AMARAL: Thank you, Dr. Gover. Mlva
Aila followed by WIIliam Al a.

We still invite those of you that wwsh to, to
gi ve your testinony or comment in the next roomif you
want to | eave early.

Al oha (greetings) Melva.

M5. AILA: Aloha. My nane is Melva Al a.
|"ve lived in Waianae all of ny life.

The transformation EI'S shoul d include studi es of
all inpacts, studies of cunulative inpacts to the soil,
ground water, oil, noise, run-offs, and cultural sites
shoul d be done for all ranges throughout the islands.

Al of the above is very inportant, but the
groundwater would be ny top priority. WII the

groundwat er under Schofield range contam nate the Pear
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Har bor aquifer? The Pearl Harbor aquifer is one of our
mai n wat er source for our island.

You need to provide a plan and schedules to
access cultural sites on all of the ranges. Cultural
surveys shoul d be done, surface and subsurface. Al
cul tural surveys of the area should be done with
consultation with the Hawaiian C vic C ubs and Ahupua' a
Councils in that area. Conplete oral histories should
al so be done.

How wi Il all the cultural sites and burial sites
be protected? A cleanup plan for the unused areas shoul d
be done.

Honouliuli Preserve is a critical habitat to
endangered species and it should be left alone. It does
not meke any sense why the Arny wants to use those | ands
to train.

In my closing, | feel the Arny has too nuch | and
al ready. They shouldn't be allowed to expand. They
shoul d clean up the lands that they have control of and
take their training to the continental United States.

(Appl ause)

M5. AlLA: Renenber, we live on an island
surrounded by water. Hawaii is our paradise, not the
Arny's.

Mahal o (thank you).
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M5. AMARAL: Mahalo (thank you). WIIiam
Aila followed by Luwella Leonardi. Al oha (greetings).
MR. AILA: No need sunmarize yet. Al oha
ahi ahi (good evening).
MS. AMARAL: Not yet.
MR. AILA: And | going to apol ogize to you
now because | not going summarize. Kala mai (pardon ne).
My nane is WIIliam Johnson Aila, Jr. for the
record. | have lived on the Wi anae coast all ny life.
My geneal ogy goes fromthe Wi anae coast to Paalaa to
Kawai hai pai to Kaena to Kealia and al so to the Hawai i
| sl and nmoku (i sl and).
Before | start, | think Aunty Marilyn - Mary, you
did a great job but, you know, history is too
conplicated. So let ne try and sinplify it for these
guys.
Let's make believe for a second that ny nane is
Sanuel (sic) Dole and | represent the Commttee of Safety
and this is the "aina (land) and | steal the 'aina
(land). And, Col onel Rodney Anderson, you represent the
United States and | offer you this "aina (land). And you
say no, which is what the Senate did once. And | wait a
year, and then | go back to you and | say, "Rodney, you
represent the United States, please take this land," and

you say no. \Why? Because 38,000 Hawaiian citizens cane
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to you and said it's not a good idea. W don't like it.

So |l wait a few nore years. In the neantine, the
presi dents change. W go from C evel and, who was an
honor abl e guy, to MKinley, who was not such an honorabl e
guy, and who I will rem nd you what goes around cones
around. For you students in the back there, MKinley was
assassi nated. \What goes around cones around.

When McKinley conmes in, he listens to a general
named Schofield -- does anybody recall that nane,
Schofield? And an adm ral named Brown, because the
adm ral wanted Pearl| Harbor.

And they take this "aina (land) and they say,
"Rodney, we have to expand into the Pacific. You know
why? Because the Spanish are there. The Spanish are
taking the Philippines, they're taking Guam They're
gonna get a foothold in Asia and we -- we need to stop
t hat. "

And finally Rodney gives in, the United States
gives in, and takes the land. The land was stolen. Til
today it renmains stolen. It doesn't matter that it was
refused two tinmes and accepted on the third tine. The
United States Senate never ratified a treaty of
annexation. There was never a plebiscite. There was
never an agreenent by the citizens of the Kingdom of

Hawaii to give up this |and.
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Rodney, | want you to understand that because
you' ve been here for many years and | don't think that
you do. So | think tonight enough people said that.
hope everybody at that table understands that.

Jeanne, you're an attorney. Go back, do sone
research. Check the Constitution. It still says - it has
never been anended -- only the Senate of the United
States can ratify a treaty of annexation. Until today,
that hasn't occurred. So stop making believe and let's
deal with the reality. Let's solve that problemthat
happened a |l ong tine ago.

(Appl ause)

MR. AlLA: Rodney, this is not personal but
you are not ny Arnmy. Based on what | just told you --
and we agreed to disagree. W' ve had this discussion
before -- the institution that you represent is not ny
Arny. Okay. Let's get that straight. | still |ike you
as a person, though, even though you wear that uniform
because you're a good person. Don't take this personal.

Ckay. GCetting to the neat of the nmatter, because
that was the foundation, yeah. Everything flows fromthe
foundation. This is not a scoping session. | believe
Fred said it. Based on Federal Register, Friday, March
29th, 2002, the fact that you do not have all the

alternatives, the fact that you do not have specifics is
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in violation of your own Arny Regul ation 200-2. For the
record, | think you need to acknow edge that.

Ron, | think I heard a little bit of
acknow edgnent at the end of your presentation. | kind
of heard you say that what's taken into account tonight
will be in conpliance. As it's presented now, it's not
in conpliance. |If you want to do it right, have nore
scopi ng sessi ons when you have nore specifics.

(Appl ause)

MR. AlLA: Transformation and the
alternatives that are offered here -- there's three
alternatives if you | ook at the Federal Register. One is
transformng in the way that he described. Two is
transformng with the existing ranges, which is
i npossible. And three one, no transformation. That's
al so cl ose to inpossible because we have been told that
if the Arny doesn't transformin Hawaii it will |eave.
Many of us don't have a problemw th that.

(Appl ause)

MR. AlLA: Having said these two things, and
because I know you're not going to listen -- that has
been the history of Hawaiian people and its relationship
with the United States -- | will confer that this is an
informational neeting and | will give you sonme

i nf ormati on.
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You tal ked about mnulti-purpose ranges. |It's
amazi ng that just a year ago, Ron -- and don't take this
per sonal because we have this relationship too that we
can agree to disagree -- nulti-purposes ranges, it's the
way to go, it's the future. But |less than a year ago,
when we asked you that about Makua, it wasn't even the
realmof reality. Al of a sudden it is. So you know
what? Let's do a nulti-purpose range. Let's take the
guys that are training at Makua now and let's train them
at your multi-purpose range in Schofield. G ve Mikua
back.

(Appl ause)
MR AILA: Cean it up first.

Ckay. Let's talk about real alternatives. The
real alternative is, you know what? Many of you don't
know that the 25th Infantry is nade of three brigades.
One brigade, the 1st Brigade, is already at Fort Lew s,
Washi ngton. It's already undergoing transformation. And
why is it there? |It's there because it's cheaper to be
there. Following that logic, the 2nd Bri gade shoul d go
t here because it's cheaper and they have their ranges.

(Appl ause)
MR. AlLA: Ron, | know you don't |ike to hear
that one but that has to be an alternative.

George, you're in charge of witing it up.
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That's got to be addressed. You know what? The | and
ownership, the deed thing, that certainly has to be

addressed. Because you know what? Anything built on a

shaky foundation falls. If it doesn't fall within ny
lifetime, I"'mreal encouraged that there's a bunch of
young kids back there. |[If not in their lifetinme, then

their childrens lifetinme. A shaky foundation, it's going
to fall eventually.

(Appl ause)

MR. AlLA: Tonight, there's no information
provi ded on transformation except using existing ranges.
The reality, once again, is that alternatives two and
three are not really alternatives. |If you go forward
with this, all studies have to be conducted in
conjunction with both Makua and transformati on as they
relate to each other and as they relate to each other as
options. Ckay.

And you must consider cunul ative inpacts.
Cumul ative inpacts. Cunulative inpacts. | say that
three tines because sonetines you got to say things three
times before people get it. 1'Il say it one nore tine.
Currul ative inpacts. That neans from day one when you
arrived, the institution, the U S. Arny arrived, what has
been the inpacts on Hawaii ans and non-Hawaiian citizens,

to the ground, to the groundwater, to the air in which
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breat he and nmy chil dren breat he?

You nust provide us with -- because you're going
to | eave and we have to deal with the 'opala (trash)
that's left -- you nust provide us with the information
that we need in order to nmake good deci sions. Wat are
the chem cal constituents of concern that you're
introducing either in these bonbs, in these bl anks?

You know, ny hat's off to you, sir, for saying
the truth that blanks cause fires. Blanks al so cause
accidents. Blanks release -- release into the
envi ronment chem cal constituents. So what is the
uni verse of these chem cal constituents? How do they
interact with each other? How do they affect ne? And
not based upon sonme guy living in Kansas eating one can
of tuna per nonth because | eat a heck of a lot nore fish
than that one guy in Kansas eating that one can of tuna.
So you have to change and think outside the box in how
you assess these inpacts on us because we are not |ike
any place else in the United States.

Then you have to describe for us how these
chem cals react with each other. Because | don't know
what the inpact is of pouring gasoline in a hole in
Makua, throw ng unexpl oded ordnances in there and then
blowing it up. You have studies show ng this unexpl oded

ordnance has this inpact, this gasoline has this inpact,
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but nobody has any data that shows what is the inpact of
these two things interacting in the soil, in the water.
And we need to know because we are going to drink that
water. You may nmake believe that nobody is drinking the
water but we will have to drink that water. Okay?

Arny training near Honouliuli is unacceptable.
That's common sense. You don't train or you don't i npact
an area that has the highest percentage of endangered
plants and aninmals in Hawaii .

Laurie, I'mreal disappointed in these guys.
Pl ease rai se your hand, Laurie, because | want everybody
to identify that you are archaeol ogi st and you deal with
the cultural inpacts. | asked for this at the
Kawananakoa hearing and it hasn't happened. To ne, once
again that shows that you guys are not serious about
native Hawaiian cultural inpacts. |If you were, Laurie
woul d have been up there wth you.

| see sone environnental people. You know what ?
There's this great m sunderstandi ng about the environnent
in Hawaii. You know what? The environnment in Hawaii,
W t hout Hawaiians, is no environment. |It's kind of |ike
that pile of rocks. You know, it's not just the pile of
rocks. | don't know how many tines | have to say it to
how many people, all the colonels, all the ngjors in the

audience. |It's not just a pile of rocks. W are part of
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the environnent. You cannot separate us. You cannot
conpartnmental i ze us. You have an inpact on us.

An exanple of an inpact. Wen you nmake ne take
down two ahus (ritual altars) that are put up for
Makahi ki (anci ent annual festival) and for other things,
you inmpact nme. You also frustrate the hell out of ne
because the areas that we built the ahus (ritual altars)
in, there's no training going on there. There will never
be any training going on there. 1It's on the side of the
road. But because, in your nentality, it may inpact you
in your training you force ne to conprom se ny cul tural
my spiritual beliefs and put nme and nmy grandchil dren at
risk for doing sonmething |ike that.

Laurie, find a way to neasure that and nake them
under stand that because |'m being inpacted now. W
haven't even started the EIS process. It's not just the
pile of rock. | don't know how many tinmes | can say it.

So in these studies, we need to know how are you
going to assess these culturally sensitive areas,
subsurface surface. How are you going to comrunicate to
us that these are cultural sites so that we can agree or
di sagree? Because we nay disagree. You may call it a
house site. W may know it as sonething else. How cone
you're in a position to judge what's culturally

i nportant? Shouldn't we, the ones who have the ancestral
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ties to those sites, be the ones to determ ne what is
culturally significant?

(Appl ause)

MR. AlILA: How w Il you protect that area
once we all determne that it's culturally sensitive?
Are you going to sandbag it? Are you going to let the
grass grow up around it and hope that a nortar doesn't
fall on it? Because that's unacceptable.

And when | talk about a nortar falling on it, |
can speak fromfirsthand experience because | observed
the first return to live-fire training at Makua. And we
were told there's no way an artillery shell or nortar
could go outside the inpact area. And |o and behold, as
| checked off the nortar rounds, the third nortar round,
guess what? Went outside the inpact area. Actually,
outside the fire break road. And you know what? No one
believed ne for a whole day. | have good binocul ars.
You know why? Because they're surplus Arny binocul ars.
And | saw the shell go outside the fire break road. But
nobody woul d believe nme until the next day they went out
and they checked. And you know what? The shell went
outside the fire break road. And they were very | ucky
that a fire wasn't started

And to prove that, and to nake sure that | would

have confirmation of this story, | asked for it and they
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were good enough to give it to ne. So if anybody wants
to see that, | have it at ny office at the Wi anae Boat
Harbor. This is the shell that did what they said

coul dn't be done.

"' mal nost pau (finished). Alnost pau
(finished), Aunty.

There's anot her case that just happened three
days ago. And here's the Arny and the state going |ike
this, that's your kuleana (responsibility). No, that's
your kuleana (responsibility). Well, while they're
argui ng over whose kul eana (responsibility) it is,
Kaneana Cave has been desecrated again. It's been
desecrated by a University of Hawaii researcher who's
doi ng research on the di ke systens in the Wi anae
Mountain range. And what he did was he drilled over a
dozen hol es, okay, and for your -- fromyour prospective,
in the wall of Kaneana Cave. From ny perspective, in the
wonb of La'ila'i. And he didn't consult. He didn't ask.
He just did.

So you're supposed to be protecting these sites.
By doing this with the state, going back and forth
nobody taking responsibility, is not protecting the
sites. You know what? |If you don't want to protect, you
step back, the state step back, we'll protect it. Just

let us have it. W'll do it.

MR. AILA: On a personal note, why is this

road needed down to Kawai hapai ? That's where ny great
great grandfather and our 'ohana (famly) lived. There's
lo'i kalo (cultivated taro), there's 'uala (sweet

potato), 'uala lo'i (cultivated sweet potato). There's
house sites all at Kawai hapai. Just because you want to
take these vehicles on a road just below the forest |ine

so that you can practice taking over an airport. Take

over the airport at Wweeler. |It's alot closer. It's a
| ot easier.
Three nore thoughts. Ckay. What -- and |'m

| ooki ng at you, Laurie, because you represent that
institution. What guaranties do | have that those sites
are going to be protected? Wat guarantees do | have
that | wll have access to those sites, that ny no' opuna
(grandchildren) will have access to those sites, and that
those sites will be interpreted correctly?
Ckay. A couple other thoughts. And I'm al nost

pau (finished). | prom se.

M5. AMARAL: Ckay.

MR. AlLA: Economc inpacts. Hoo, | hate
that. |If you're going to extort us, do it in the open.
Do it in the open. A good extortionist tells you exactly

what he expects for you to do. Okay. W always hear
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about how nuch the Arny contributes in ternms of noney to
us. Well, you know what? Let's have the other side of
that coin. You gonna train this force if it remains
here, what is it going to cost Mlilani? Wat is it
going to cost Wahi awa when those guys that you trained --
and, remenber, they' Il be the first guys trained, so if
there's a conflict they're the first guys that are gonna
go. Wiat is going to be the econom c inpacts when those
guys are gone? Because we need to know up front, yeah.

It's |ike when you get married, you gotta ask
your wi fe what debts she has and, you know, all those fun
things. You' ve gotta know everything up front. And she
asks you too, | nean it's two ways. Ckay.

Question: If you're not going to live fire at
Kahuku in this urban training center, you didn't nention
where you're going to live fire. So that needs to be
explained for that urban training. Also, you have an
urban training center at Schofield right now, so why
isn't that being used? | saw that fromthe helicopter.
You guys were nice enough to point that out to ne,
Rodney. | was paying attention.

And if you train at Schofield and you're going to
rearrange all these things, why do you need Pohakul oa?
So, you know, you don't need Pohakuloa if you can build

sonething at Schofield. Let's clean up the "aina (land)
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and give it back to the Hawaiians on Hawaii | sl and.

We teach our children -- okay. This is really
inportant. W teach our children that haste makes waste.
This process is haste. W're going to end up with bad
input in, bad product. So take your tinme. | know you're
bei ng rushed. | know you're being rushed. Because --
and the reason you're being rushed is that the
construction nonies are being held back to see if the EI'S
can be adapted, yeah. And if it's not adapted, then
guess what? The construction nonies don't conme. That's
good fiscal policy. Better fiscal policy is to admt the
obvi ous, yeah.

Let's go back one nore tinme. Let's talk about the
1st Brigade. They're already there. The reason they're
there is it's cheaper. You don't have a bunch of angry
Hawai i ans at Fort Lewis. You may have sone | ndi ans.
can't speak for them But you don't have that. It's
cheaper. You have -- | understand you have a -- you have
a range that's bigger than Gahu. So you have plenty of
room

Take the 2nd Brigade and go train over there
because Hawaii only saves you 6 hours in this 96-hour
theater to be any place in the Pacific. The m ssion
statenent for the 25th is to be anywhere in the Pacific

in 96 hours. Hawaii saves 6 hours by flight tine.
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That's all. Ckay.

Finally, | gotta take a shot at our congressional
guys because they're the guys that always say we need the
noney, we need the noney. But, you know, they never add
up the total cost, how nuch it's going to cost to clean
up, how nmuch it's going to cost for prostitution, crine,
accidents on the road.

My father's property where he was born was
martial law. So we had to | eave that day on Decenber.
Getting back the land cost us a |lot of noney and it cost

lives in our famly. So -- I'mtrying to be real quick
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her e.

| have to nmention sonething that Dr. Kekun
Bl ai sdell wote: "In tinme imenorial, Wakea mates with
Papa and all in the cosnos are born in orderly sequence,

i ncluding Hal oa, the first kanaka (human). Kanaka
(humans) sail ka noana nui (the great ocean) and settled
on ailana (islands), including ka pae 'aina (the

archi pelago). 'GOhana (famly) and al oha 'aina (love of
the land) are enbodied in ahupua'a (land division from
mountain to sea), the basic spiritual, cultural, social
econom c, political ecosystens regul ated by kanawai,
natural law, to maintain pono (righteousness)."

The last tine | was here, | tal ked about enbryo
freezing and it's because |I'm a Hawaiian honesteader on
Hawai i an homes. And | understand the DHHL program as
being a natalist program and that's how cone and why |
said that. The Saturday norning | nentioned the word --
whi ch was not a word -- FART. FART is a -- an acronym
"F', for live fire; "A" for air which is yell ow dust,
depleted uranium "R' is for river for mauka/ maka
(i nland/ seaward); and "T" for trade winds. O course you
all | earned about the trade w nds on Saturday.

Okay. Let's see. GCkay. The question tonight is
what is true training? This is a tourist island, you

know, where tourist cone and visit. This is Fantasy
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| sl and. Can you get true training on Fantasy I sl and?
Well, you know, let ne back up. | forgot to nention
somet hi ng.

This is a letter that was witten by Sanford B
Dol e, and he was witing this letter to Professor John W
Burgess on March 31st in 1894, and this is what he has to
say: "There are many natives of Portuguese who had had
the vote who are conparatively ignorant of the principles
of government and whose vote, fromits nunerical strength
as well as fromthe ignorance referred to, will be a
menace to good governnent." Just wanted to nention that.

But there's
organi zations that you may represent or those that

control the governnment that we are upset about, and
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that's who we have issue with, just so that you know.
Al right? W're not here to browbeat you

Al so, | was pronpted by ny nephew because he's
with that conservation program and with today's
technology with the conputers, | have ny e-mail famly
that concur with ne. So let ne just go through ny
di ssertation real quickly.

It's common know edge that the mlitary is the
greatest violator of government regul ati ons and
i nportation of unwanted plants, animls, and dunpi ng of
toxi c and hazardous waste. It's also common know edge
that the mlitary is derelict in its noral obligation of
responsibility and the destruction of our |land as a
result in not cleaning and restoring it to our
sati sfaction.

The | and has al so been used for recreational
pur poses other than its truly intended uses, so we know
that the land has al so been abused by certain privileged
peopl e.

It is conmon know edge that the mlitary

wllfully does what it wants using feeble argunents to
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acconplishnment. At this nonent, they have a bill in
Congress supported by Senator |Inouye that will give up --
that will give the mlitary permssion to overwite the
EPA and no | onger answerable to the Environnent

Prot ectional Agency (sic).

Now t hey -- back -- right now, they've got NATO
the CCM5, that was substituted in 1998 for a five-year
study. [It's innovative technol ogy for the residual
pol lution cleaning phase Il and is shared by the EPA,
TNO from the Netherlands, and the UBA from Germany. And
t hey have not conpleted that study, and it seens |like the
mlitary and Pentagon seens to want to skirt away from
bei ng under the auspices or responsible to report to the
EPA.

The EI'S nust be enforced and be conducted by
i ndependent teans of geol ogi sts and engi neers of | earned
peopl e beyond reproach. They cannot be bought because we
may sound a little bit too cynical in that respect.

The U.S. mlitary uses biofare and denies the
uses of dangerous biochem cals, Agent Orange in Vietnam
depleted uraniumrelated to the Gulf War Syndrone, the
use of experinental vaccines which violate Nurenberg code
on nedi cal experinentation. |It's foolish to believe that
we would trust the mlitary of its intention and use.

They have proven not to be trustworthy, and with themto
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protect us, who needs enem es?

Kanaka maoli (i ndi genous persons) depend on a
heal t hy environnment. And, you know, this depleted
uranium we're very cognizant of it, and the half-life of
that is 4.1 mllion years. And when it reaches a
critical point, where do the islands relocate to? WII
we be experiencing the sane dilemma as those on the
Marshall Islands? WIIl we be neglected by the governnent
like they are being treated today?

And, you know, to cut this alittle bit nore
short, if you think that it's necessary for this type of
training to be in striking distance to Asian countries,
then it would be | ogical and nore comon sense to fly the
units to Catalina Islands off California and perform your
exercises there.

Anot her thing, for this -- you guys want to build
all these infrastructures, and you're using Hawaii an
honmel ands. And you guys can build houses for 3,172
per sonal housi ng spaces, but you cannot build -- you
cannot build a honmestead with houses. | don't -- | can't

under st and t hat .

And | just -- | wish you guys to leave. This is
not Anmerica, this is -- this is Hawaii, and we don't want
you here.

So you have to understand that whatever is here, that's
it until we go back hone to our Creator

And so this is all we have as kanaka nuol
(1 ndi genous persons) and as residents of this Iand and as
stewards of this land, to take care of what is here not
only for us but for our children to cone and for our

nmo' opuna (grandchildren) to conme, for our flowers and our

fruits after us. And so when | | ook at my kupuna
(elders) and I look at the lights that -- the |lives that
they led, | nmean, it's so beautiful and the struggles
that -- what we have now.

Li ke, you have to understand, the anger that we
have here is 200 years worth of anger, and it took us a
long tine to get this angry because first we were
oppressed, and then we were depressed, and now people are
angry because anger cones fromhurt, yeah, conmes from
pai n.

So for you, | really want to chall enge you to
t ake what you' ve heard and the things that you' ve witten
down and to go hone and to ponder it, not to put it aside

and not to forget, but to really wite it on your heart

Nunber two, | think in your EI'S you should show
the percentage of land in Hawaii that is controlled by
the mlitary of all branches. |1'm concerned that the 480
nore soldiers are comng plus their 297 spouses, their
624 children, exactly 1,401 nore people. And they need
to have a place to |live.

You know, you're saying you're going to build new
pl aces for them Consider sone of the mlitary
establishments on Gahu that have houses that are enpty
that could be utilized. Please, | think that should go
into your EI'S. Barbers Point, Lualualei, probably others
that I don't know about. But you do.

And, you know, 10 years ago, the famlies of the
sol diers who were working in Schofield could live al
over the islands. And there are rentals everywhere
i ncl udi ng Wai anae where we used to have a lot of mlitary
peopl e renti ng.

Sone of those -- many, many of those apartnents

and houses are now enpty. And sone of the owners, many
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of themtoo, are going bankrupt. | think you ought to
| ook about utilizing that.

| think the timng of this transformation of the
Arny EIS was so close to Makua that | certainly wasn't
ready to nmake a very good presentation. | will put in
sonething else in witing.

Again, the setting in a school where we have to
be out at ten o'clock, I"'msure it was planned too | ong
ago to change after last week's ten p.m closing.

| notice in your material that you're going to
buil d anmmunition storage places on Pohakuloa. | don't
see that you're planning on -- any on Gahu. | think,
again, you ought to talk to the Navy and use sone of
those at Lualualei so we don't have to keep buil ding,
bui | di ng, buil di ng.

| mean al ready you' ve got planned 32 new ranges,
roads and training facilities plus the housing. And |
see there is three wash facilities being constructed.

| think dirt's better than canoufl age pai nted on
sonething. Just let '"embe dirty. W don't need to wash
all those trucks and other fantastic vehicl es.

And the last thing I just want to point out, and
maybe sonebody el se has 'cause | had other neetings
tonight and didn't get here late, but you say you're

going to put the EIS material in several libraries, none
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of themcloser than 30 mles to Waianae. 1'd |ike to ask
you to include Waianae Library in that |ist.

MR. RODRIGUES: |'m a resident of Wi anae,
fat her, husband, Vietnamvet. Part of ny chil dhood was
spent here on the Wi anae Coast grow ng up on Upena
Street in Makaha.

My grandnot her had a chance to take ne and share
famly geneal ogy, or sone of it, and stories of the
"aumakua (personal or famly diety) related to Leil ehua,
Kukani | oko, Kaneana, Kaena, Kahanahai ki, Mkua. Part of
t he geneal ogy goes back to the Big Island, Waipio.

One of the things that |I've noticed in sone of
the maps in the back is the mlitary has always taken the
hi gh ground. And the pollution that has been [ eft behind
still exists. The first bullet that was ever fired in
Makua or in Pohakuloa is still there.

One of the observations | had | ooking at the
maps, the Hawaiians that |ived there a hundred years ago,

a thousand years ago, you can't tell that they were there
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in nost cases other than for their historic sites.

Getting back to growing up in Wai anae. The
mlitary convoys that runmbled through with their
artillery and troops and tanks, never ending |ine of
troops. The windows rattled. And normally when we were
children we woul d be woken up in the mddle of the night
by the expl osi ons.

Still today I live in Lualualei -- excuse ne.

The training that goes on at Schofield today, | live
right on the other side of the hill within the inpact
zone, downwi nd of all of the explosions, the dust, the
contam nation that cones over. Part of this
transformation i s expanding the Schofield live-fire
training area which wll extend beyond and behi nd
Nanakul i .

Al ready the conscious -- the things that |
understand that evol ves out of training, sone of the
byproducts. HMX which attacks the nervous system and the
liver. Lead, nmercury. Percolate -- prochlorate (sic),
which is part of the propellant in their rockets affects
thyroids, inpacts fetuses, infants and children. RDX
whi ch has been used in rat poison, causes |liver cancers.
TNT affects the blood, the brain, the livers,
reproductive organs, kidneys, urinary, bladder, eyes.

(Pause)
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MR, RODRIGUES:. It's nutagenic which neans
it affects our DNA. Wat are you guys doing to us? You
go hone in two years. You leave this shit behind. W
get tolive with it. Go hone. Leave now.

| want to thank you all for the respect you've
shown to one another, for the heart-felt coments that
you' ve made, and call upon the Col onel for sone closing
remarks.
