GENERAL INFORMATION

Newspaper is recyclable and is accepted at the Army Recycling Center (ARC).

Newspaper can be recycled to make new news print paper and other paper products like egg

WASTE CHARACTERIZATION

Recyclable newspaper consist of the “black and white” sections of the paper. The glossy,
ad sections are recycled separately from the newspaper.

HANDLING AND DISPOSAL PROCEDURES

Recycle newspaper. Separate the “black and white” sections from the color and ads. Place
newspapers into designated newspaper recycling bins. Recycle the glossy ad sections with
magazine and glossy paper recycling.

Recycling bins can be requested by contacting the Army Recycling Center. Bring newspa-
pers to the ARC at 1087 McMahon Rd., Schofield Barracks or request pick-ups at
