Unit Spill Kits Spill Response Plan:   Oahu and Pohakuloa Training Areas do not furnish units with the supplies necessary for clean up of spills.  Each unit  and the appointed  Environmental Compliance Offficer IS REQUIRED to have a spill kit for containing and cleaning up minor spills and for controlling major spills.  The spill kit components listed below should be considered the minimal supplies constituting such a kit.  It is recommend that the unit bring more supplies depending on the needs of the unit’s activities.  Each unit must have these supplies at all times and be prepared for scheduled or unscheduled inspections by Range Division personnel.  The basic kit REQUIRED is broken down PER type of VEHICLE or ACTIVITY below.  NOTE: PTA requires each deployed Task Force or separate unit to submit their Spill Response Plan at D-45 to the Range Division-Hawaii Environmental Compliance Officer for review and sent to the PTA Range Supervisor for approval NTL D-30.  Approval or rejection will be given by D-25. Your spill plan will be tailored specifically for your operations at PTA..  The Spill Response Plan will include, at a minimum, the following items:

Name, rank, duty position, level of training, and phone number for the personnel responsible for the following during the deployment:




(a) Hazardous Materials and Hazardous Wastes



(b) Motor Pool Operations




(c) All Fueling Operations




(d) Spill Response Coordinator



(2) 
Inventory and MSDS’s of all Hazardous Materials deployed to PTA.  Material is subject to verification/ inspection upon arrival at PTA.



(3) 
Inventory of spill supplies and equipment deployed to PTA.



(4) 
Spill response procedures which cover all aspects of the units operation(s) (i.e., refueling, vehicle maintenance areas, chemical disbursement, etc.).



(5) 
Unit authorizing date, name, rank and signature. (on cover sheet)



(6) 
PTA review date, name of reviewer and signature. (on cover sheet)

*Personnel should be trained in the use of the equipment and supplies contained in the kit and on response procedures appropriate to their training.
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
